Please see the below list of responses to your “Information Request” letter dated Oct 27, 2009. 

1. No response.

2. Modifications have been made to the plans to reflect the requirements of NFPA 82, and NFPA 54.

3. Please see the attached documents from the Incinerator manufacturer. I have also attached the UL listing for this product, and a sheet listing the standards used for UL testing of Incinerators. (This piece of equipment has been tested by UL against the requirements of NFPA 82 and NFPA 54)

4. Repeat response from #3.

5. UL tested clearances are listed as 1” to combustible from sides, 18” from top, 30” from back, and 4” from chimney sections. These clearances are maintained.

6. Increased wall separating the Incinerator room from the rest of the building to a 2hr rated firewall that will demise to roof deck. GA file no WP 4135. (A detail for this wall is on sheet A-1)

7. Coversheet Information:

a) Design Loads added to Coversheet.

b) 1. Roof Live Load =  20 psf uniform, 300lb concentrated

2. Roof Snow Load  = 0 psf

c) Wind pressure = 33.6 psf
