HISTORIC ZONE LEVEL |

DESCRIPTION: ZONE 1 SPACES ARE THOSE THAT HISTORICALLY PLAYED A SIGNIFICANT AND DIRECT ROLE IN THE THEATRE PATRON EXPERIENCE,
INCLUDING THE ENTRANCE ARCADES, LOBBIES, THE AUDIENCE CHAMBER, SIDE AISLES AND LOUNGES, VOMITORIES AND LOGGIA. AS PART OF
THE TRANSITION FROM THE REAL WORLD TO THE REALM OF FANTASY, THESE SPACES ARE THE MOST ELABORATELY TREATED AND CREATE THE
ILLUSIONS OF THE ATMOSPHERIC THEATRE. THE ORIGINAL TREATMENTS RETAIN A HIGH DEGREE OF INTEGRITY, DESPITE SOME MINOR

ALTERATIONS.

TREATMENT: ZONE 1 SPACES WILL RECEIVE A MAXIMUM LEVEL OF CONSERVATION AND RESTORATION IN AN ATTEMPT TO MAINTAIN THE
HISTORIC PATRON EXPERIENCE WITHIN THE THEATRE, PRIMARY EXISTING ELEMENTS AND FINISHES REMAINING IN PLACE ARE TO BE PROTECTED
AND RESTORED. PREVIOUS ALTERATIONS WILL BE REVERSED OR MODIFIED AS APPROPRIATE TO PROVIDE FOR THE BUILDING'S CONTINUED USE

AS A THEATRE WHILE STAYING TRUE TO THE ORIGINAL DESIGN INTENTIONS. WHEN NEW MATERIALS ARE NECESSARY FOR REPAIR OR
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RESTORATION, THEY WILL MATCH THE EXISTING OR ORIGINAL TREATMENTS AS CLOSELY AS POSSIBLE.

| HISTORIC ZONE LEVEL I

DESCRIPTION: ZONE 2 SPACES ARE THOSE THAT HISTORICALLY PLAYED AN IMPORTANT BUT SECONDARY ROLE IN THE EXPERIENCE OF THE THEATRE
PATRON, SPECIFICALLY THE MEN'S AND WOMEN'S LOUNGES. THE TREATMENTS USED IN THESE SPACES ARE SLIGHTLY LESS ELABORATE THAN THOSE IN
ZONE 1, ALTHOUGH STILL RICH IN DETAIL AND MATERIAL. THE ORIGINAL TREATMENTS RETAIN A HIGH DEGREE OF INTEGRITY, DESPITE SOME ALTERATIONS.
TREATMENT: ZONE 2 SPACES WILL BE TREATED PRIMARILY AS REHABILITATION AREAS. IF ORIGINAL TREATMENTS ARE EXTANT AND INTACT, THEY WILL BE
RETAINED AND RESTORED. REPLACEMENT MATERIALS MAY BE USED WHERE ORIGINAL FINISHES AND FEATRUES WERE LOST OR BADLY DAMAGED OR FOR
PURPOSES OF RECONFIGURING THE SPACES TO MEET THE NEEDS OF A MODERN PERFORMING ARTS THEATRE.

HISTORIC ZONE LEVEL Il

DESCRIPTION: ZONE 3 SPACES ARE THOSE THAT WERE HISTORICALLY INTENDED TO CONTRIBUTE TO THE PATRON EXPERIENCE BUT WERE NOT
NECESSARILY PUBLICLY ACCESSIBLE, INCLUDING THE COMPRESSOR ROOM (ADJACENT TO THE BASEMENT LOBBY,) THE STAGE, THE ORGAN LOFTS,
THE ORCHESTRA PIT, AND THE UPPER PROMENENADES AND TERTIARY SPACES. THE TREATMENTS AND FINISHES OF THE SPACES DO NOT DIRECTLY
CONTRIBUTE TO THE EXPERIENCE OF THESE SPACES ARE TYPICALLY LACKING IN DETAIL. THE PRIMARY SIGNIFICANCE OF THESE SPACES LIES IN
THEIR ORIGINAL FUNCTION, WHICH SHOULD BE RETAINED TO PRESERVE ALL ASPECTS OF THE PATRON EXPERIENCE. THESE SPACES MAY HAVE
BEEN ALTERED OVER TIME TO ACCOMODATE CHANGING TECHNOLOGIES AND FUNCTIONS AND DO NOT RETAIN A HIGH DEGREE OF INTEGRITY OF

MATERIAL.

TREATMENT: ZONE 3 SPACES WILL BE TREATED AS REHABILITATION ZONES, WITH THE PRIMARY GOAL BEING THE PRESERVATION OF THE PATRON
EXPERIENCE. IN MOST CASES, THIS IS ACCOMPLISHED THROUGH THE PRESERVATION OF THE FUNCTION OF THE SPACE. THERE WILL BE LITTLE

ATTENTION GIVEN TO THE RESTORATION TREATMENTS OR FINISHES.

HISTORIC ZONE LEVEL IV

DESCRIPTION: ZONE 4 SPACES ARE THOSE THAT HISTORICALLY WERE NOT INTENDED TO BE PART OF THE PATRON EXPERIENCE AND SERVED
SOLELY TO SUPPORT THE FUNCTION OF THE THEATRE, INCLUDING THE DRESSING ROOMS, OFFICES, STORAGE ROOMS, VENT DUCTS AND
SECONDARY STAIRWELLS. THE ORIGINAL TREATMENTS AND FINISHES IN THESE SPACES WERE LACKING IN DETAIL AND WERE INSIGNIFCANT
RELATIVE TO THE HIGH DEGREE OF DECORATION IN THE PRIMARY SPACES OF THE THEATRE. MANY ZONE 4 SPACES HAVE BEEN SUBSTANTIALLY
ALTERED SINCE THE ORIGINAL CONSTRUCTION OF THE THEATRE AND ARE NO LONGER INTACT. ZONE 4 ALSO INCLUDES THE RETAIL AND OFFICE
SPACES IN 1101 CANAL STREET THAT WERE NOT DIRECTLY RELATED TO THE THEATRE AND RETAIN NO INTEGRITY OF THE INTERIOR TREATMENTS,

FINISHES OR PLAN.

TREATMENT: ZONE 4 SPACES WILL BE ALTERED AS NECESSARY TO MEET THE NEEDS OF A MODERN PERFORMING ARTS THEATRE.

@ POSTER BOX: Replacement of non-historic poster box
with new poster box in historic opening.

POSTER BOX: Providing new poster boxes.

CANOPY: Modification to existing canopy to replicate
historic appearance.

DOORS: Replacement of existing exterior doors and
frames to provide acoustic and fire separation.

DOORS: Relocation of existing exterior doors to
historic location.

EXTERIOR WALL: Modification to exterior wall to
provide new door.

DOOR: Modification of existing door opening to
provide wider opening.
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RAILNG: Modification to handrails and guardrails to
make seating area code compliant.

ARCADE WALL: Modification to arcade "storefront" to
provide new box office.
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REMOVAL: Removal of existing box office to provide
reconstructed box office.

ARCADE WALL: Modification to arcade "storefront" to
provide new concession area.
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DOORS: Modification to existing entrances to provide
new entrance doors.

@ FLOOR: Modification to existing floor to accomodate
ADA access to new elevator and locate stairs at historic
location.

ZONES OF HISTORIC SIGNIFICANCE AND INTERVENTIONS

HANDRAILS: Modification to handrails to make them
code compliant.
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DOORS: Modification to existing opening to provide
louvered access door.
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REMOVAL: Remove non-historic storefronts to
provide reconstructed storefront.

INSERTION: Providing new concession area.

DOORS: Modification to existing doors by replacement
of glass and providing acoustical gasketing.

AISLES: Modification to aisles to provide ADA access,
life safety and patron comfort.

ORCHESTRA PIT RAILING: Modification to orchestra pit
railing to provide removable railing for additonal seating.

RAILING: Providing railing at Soloist Stage and at the
Fountain.

STAGE: Modification to stage platform to conceal sub-
woofer speakers and extend the stage edge.

WALLS: Addition of fabric acoustic treatment for acoustic
absorbtion on walls.

CLOSURE: Closure of window opening to provide display
boxes and provide fire separation.

RESTROOM: Modification to existing walls, doors and
ceiling to accomodate expanded restrooms.

WALL: Modification to wall to provide new opening.
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PORTICO: Modification to Portico to recreate historic appearance.

HANDRAIL: Providing ADA railing on ramp.
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THEATRE EQUIPMENT: Providing theatre lighting rail on balcony
edge.

THEATRE EQUIPMENT: Providing theatre box boom and
tormentor pipes on audience chamber walls.
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REMOVAL: Removal of existing loge level seating overbuild to
provide improved life safety and patron comfort.

PROJECTION ROOM: Modification to existing openings to provide
one large opening for follow spots and projection equipment.

CATWALK ACCESS: Modification to decorative roof to provide
safe access to the procenium catwalk.

DOORS: Replacement of existing exterior doors to provide fire
separation.
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ARCADE WALL: Modification of arcade "storefront" to provide
new access to elevator lobby.
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HC LIFT: Modification to stair to accomodate required ADA
access.

REMOVAL: Removal of existing marble railing and closure of
stairs to provide for new concession stand.

CLOSURE: Closure of existing exit doors.

LIGHTING: Restoration or replication of historic light fixtures.

ORGAN: Restoration of the existing Organ console and pipes

MARQUEE: Replication of historic marquee and blade sign.
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BLADE SIGN: Replication of historic theatrical blade sign.
