ALL WORK SHALL CONFORM TO THE LATEST EDITION OF THE NATIONAL ELECTRICAL CODE, THE GOVERNING ELECTRICAL
CODE AND ALL OTHER INSPECTION DEPARTMENTS HAVING JURISDICTION. OBTAIN CERTIFICATES OR APPROVAL WHERE
REQUIRED.

ALL MATERIALS FURNISHED SHALL BE NEW AND SHALL BE U.L. LISTED.

THE DRAWINGS INDICATE SIZE AND GENERAL LOCATION OF WORK. SCALE DIMENSIONS SHALL NOT BE USED. THE EXACT
LOCATION AND LOCATION OF ALL LIGHTING FIXTURES, RECEPTACLES AND TELEPHONE OUTLETS, ETC. SHALL BE
DETERMINED BY ACTUAL CONDITIONS IN THE FIELD.
