History:

Dammon Engineering was contacted to perform a structural inspection on the above Property.  The owner was concerned about damage to the 40-year-old structure of the building caused by a recent tornado.
Findings:

During a visual inspection of the building, the following was noted:

A) One third of the roof and ceiling had been removed by the high winds.

B) A majority of the cinder blocks was blown out and the ones remaining have cracks.

C) The ceilings are damaged from the rainwater coming through.

D) The A/C systems are complety gone off of the roof. The A/C duct work is damaged.

E) The electrical service’s are all damaged and pulled away from the walls.

F) The plumbing systems are all damaged and displaced. 

G) There are hairline cracks in the foundation.

Analysis:

1. Replacement of the roof and repairs to the supporting structure are not recommended.

2. The entire bldg. has exceeded the recommended wind load that it was designed for.

3. The entire electrical service and distribution will have to be replaced, as it does not meet the new codes.

4. All of the above and under ground plumbing has been wracked and will leak at its joints. 

5. The A/C ducts have been wet and will have mold issues if not replaced.
Conclusion:

It is my professional opinion that this building is not safe to rebuild.  It should be totally removed, including the foundation.  The new building must be designed to meet the new International Building Code.
