History:

Mrs. Holland contacted Dammon Engineering to perform a structural inspection on the above residence.  She was concerned about damages to the home cause by Hurricane Katrina and requested an inspection to determine if a third floor could be added to the existing foundation.
Findings:

During a visual inspection of the home, the following was noted:

1. The ground floor consists of four CMU block walls running north and south.

2. The first living area is approximately ten feet above the concrete foundation.

3. The first living area is constructed of four load bearing wood stud walls running north and south matching the CMU walls below.

4. The roof is flat and leaks into the first floor living area.
Analysis

There is no damage to the CMU walls on the ground floor. There is water damage to the ceiling of the ground floor and it should be removed so proper drying can occur.  The first floor living area is water damaged by the leaking roof.  Floor damage is consistent with the rainwater from the roof damage.

Conclusion:

It is my professional opinion that this home can be repaired and an additional third floor can be designed and added to the existing structure.
