LETTER OF WITNESS FOR HURRICANE KATRINA

. On 29/30 August 2005 I personally witnessed storm damage to and

around my home at the above address. I decided to stay in my home
for the hurricane like I had many times before.

. This decision was shortly regretted Sunday night when I observed the

rapidly rising flood waters and increasing wind from the hurricane
feeder bands.

. At first light the water was just below my house floor which is

elevated 13ft 7 above sea level. I also observed a large part of the
house across Manhattan street roof and shingles fly off and landed in
my yard caused by the wind.

. The storm surge progressively rose and started to enter my house. I

was looking out my bedroom window on the Northeast side when I
observed many shingles fly off another neighbor’s house leaving
lighter colored bare roof spots.

. Approximately 830 am Monday morning my front French doors blew

open by the weight of the flooding waters and quickly equalized with
the outside water level. I then evacuated to the attic of my house to
wait out the rest of the storm.

. I'was up in the attic around 5 minutes when I started to see small

points of light shining through my roof and siding. Then seconds later
my roof blew off from the wind in one piece. My house fell apart
immediately there after.

AFFIDAVIT OF RITA ADAMS

Personally appeared before me, the undersigned authority in and for the
jurisdiction aforesaid, the within named, RITA ADAMS, who after being by me duly
sworn, states on oath as follows:

I am a resident of Bay St. Louis, Mississippi. I have lived at 4043 Madagascar
Sireet for the past five (5) years. My boyfriend Randy Netto, another friend Kerry
Milton, and I stayed in my home at 4043 Madagascar Street during Hurricane Katrina on
August 29, 200S.

Starting about 1:00 a.m. on August 29, 2005, we went downstairs to re-secure
some boats and we noticed that the water was slowly rising. It was about knee-level at
that time. We had already lost power, but stayed up all night listening o the radio. We
could not see what was going on until about daybreak. About 7:00 a.m., | noticed that
the water was almost even with my deck which is about 13 or 14 feet. The winds had
already picked up quite a bit, we had boarded aiyl the windows and had barricaded
ourselves inside the house. Ihad French doors that we had barricaded with three 2x6
boards on each door and they were bulging quite a bit with the wind force. My hot tub
blew off my deck and took one side of my house. We had things covered up in that area
and things started to blow away.

At approximately 7:30 a.m. the boards blew off of the back side of the house and
the French doors blew in. It cracked the boards and when that happened, the wall that is
away from the river blew away, and the roof part blew awady. We were going to try to
swim to a neighbor’s house by jumping out the window down into the water that was on
the west side of me (M. Jerry’s house) and when we looked out the window, at that point
the water was still not even with my deck, just wind damage and debris flying around.
‘The water was not into my house yet.

Ilocked over and Mr. Jerry Thigpen’s house was gone. You could see the tops of
all his pilings and that is how I knew the house was gone. Then the house on the other

side, the Pollack’s house {a brand new house), it was gone as well. As far as we could




[image: image9.png]tell, all of the houses on the west side toward Tahiti Street were gone. Then we went to
look out the upper bedroom window toward the back which is the North-side of my
house, the Pecoos” and Mark Benfaddy’s houses were gone also. The water was rising
slowly, but it was still not in my house at that time. It was like a bath tub gradually
filling up.

There was never a huge wave, there were only small wavelets about 2 or 3 feet
high like you see in choppy water. The front part of my house blew away. We went to
the back upper bedroom and felt something hit the house. We assumed that it was
another house becanse my house started to drift and sink and we had to get out the
window. When we looked across Borneo and Madagascar Streets, there were no houses
left. My house was probably one of the last houses standing, there was nothing lefi. The
wind had destroyed everything and the brunt of the storm had not even reached us yet.

We clung to a pine tree for about 4 % houss unti] the water started receding, and
we came down the tree a few branches at a time and we got down and swam to a boat.
The water got up to approximately 35 feet at the highest point for about an hour and then
it started to recede. When the water receded back out, it went back out at a slow pace.
When the wind changed, the water slowly went down. We were rescued approximately
at 6:30 a.m. on Tuesday morning (August 30‘h) by the Coast Guard and the water was
about only about 4 feet deep at that time.

On Monday morning,
the water was still not up to the houses. We looked out and houses were blowing
everywhere. The wind would blow one house over and then biow that house into the
next house. We could see to the North and the West of us. All the houses were being
blown about. We couldn’t see any houses standing m the Madagascar, Tahiti or Bomeo
Street areas.

We had planned that if our house blew down that we would go t6 the next house,
but there were no other houses to 80 to that we could see. There was nothing left but a
pine tree which we climbed after our house floated down to the end of the street and
started to sink. We barely made it out the window.

1 am an electrician and I have seen a lot of homes constructed. There is no doubt
that the wind destroyed all these houses. If it hadn’t been for the wind, the houses would
not have been completely destroyed. The houses further up on Central Avenue are still
there and they were covered by water, but not completely destroyed. The wind damage
was not that as bad up there. The wind would take ope house and push it right into the
next one, and they would fall just like dominos. I witnessed these houses in this area
being destroyed by the wind.
