Building Description: Wood frame, post tension concrete foundation, composition shingle
roof, and brick veneer on four sides. The residence is approximately 3,396 sq. ft. and fifteen
years old.

Scope:
This inspection is limited to a visual inspection of the interior and exterior walls, ceilings,

floors, roof and foundation. No inspection of the mechanical or electrical systems was
performed.

History:

Mr. Dahl contacted Dammon Engineering to perform a structural inspection on the referenced
residential property. Mr. Dahl is considering purchasing the home and his home inspection
noted a crack in the foundation, which he wished to have inspected by a professional
engineer.

Findings:
This inspection covered visible components (foundation, and wall) and their ability to support
the home.

A visible crack is seen in the foundation on the right side of the home near the bathroom
window. The crack appears to travel through the foundation and across to the A/C return air
filter grill inside the hallway of the home and past that point.
