This inspection is limited to a visual inspection of the interior and exterior walls, ceilings, floors, roof and foundation of the town house. History:

The rear bedroom floor joist of the residence is out of plumb with the floor beam.  This occurred during the initial framing of the residence and is not hurricane related. 

See #9

The rear deck attached to the residence floated off the mounting pads during hurricane Katrina, but it is not affecting the structure of the residence.

Action Recommendations

It is my recommendation that the floor joist on the second floor be aligned and secured properly and the floor leveled.  The rear deck should be raised and secured to the mounting pads.

Opinion:

There is a reasonable presumption of “ structural soundness” of the original design, which was constructed using accepted, conventional materials and methods.  It is my opinion that the above residence is structurally sound and capable of being restored to its original design.
