Two stories raised Wood frame home with wood siding/fascia and a composition shingle roof.

Analysis:

There is no insulation under the floors of the home. The attic is well insulated. The roof is approximately 5 years old and appears to be in good condition. It was also noted that some deck boards would need to be replaced in the future. The rear steps need to be secured to a footing for proper support. The second floor ceiling was also noted to have some tape seams coming apart. This is normal due to expansion and contraction of the home.

Conclusion:

With normal maintenance repairs to the home it is in good condition and is structurally sound.
