I.  Hazardous Mitigation Grant Program, Retrofitting Existing Buildings for Wind Loads and Projectile, Project Approach

1.  Conduct project review and scheduling requirements with the Parish Project Administrator.

2.  Perform an on-site inspection of property.  Take field measurements and photos.

3. Conduct a project review to meet all applicable FEMA, IBC, State and city/parish codes.

4.  Prepare preliminary Engineering studies and designs with a general outline of work to be performed.

a.  Contact manufacturer of the installed window system on this project for proper placement of  window treatments.


b.  Prepare preliminary cost estimates for project.

3.  Prepare preliminary layouts and sketches.  Present layouts and sketches to Parish Engineering representative.

4. Compile all necessary data needed to provide a complete set of plans.

5. Prepare detailed plans and specifications required to complete the project.

6.  Create plans for the new foundation and pier support system.


a. Create details for additional support of existing structure.


b. Create details for new stairway(s).

Note: If the owner is going to change the interior design of the house, this must be completed prior to or in conjunction with the Hazardous Mitigation Grant Program Structure Elevation.

Following his graduation from college, he and his family moved to Seattle where he then worked for Boeing.  He was sent with a special group of engineers to prepare the Higgins Facility (Michoud) in New Orleans to build the first stage of the Saturn Moon Rocket.

Mr. Dammon started Dammon Engineering in 1979, after a successful career with the facilities design departments of the Boeing company and Martin Marietta, where he started as a design engineer and later held a management position in civil, structural, electrical & mechanical engineering, design and construction, as well as overseeing all outside contracts for engineering services.

Since opening the firm, Mr. Dammon has been engaged in projects that range from design of schools to city streets, to Super Dome renovations, Department of Defense projects for facilities, design of delicate bearings and shafts for mobile art sculptures located in several U.S. cities and foreign countries, local commercial, religious, school, and government projects.
