Tangipahoa Parish Government is interested in procuring the services of an architectural firm to assist the parish in a project which involves wind retrofitting and strengthening of two structures- the Hammond Junior High School Gym, and the Tangipahoa Parish Courthouse Annex.  This will help to reduce the potential for future damages from major storm events.    

The procedures for the selection of this firm will be in accordance with the procurement requirements of the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP).  All responses received will be evaluated in accordance with the selection criteria identified in the request for proposals packet.  That packet also identifies the scope of services to be performed by the selected firm.

The Parish will award the contract to the respondent obtaining the highest recommendation based upon a parish selection committee review of the written RFQs.

Tangipahoa Parish Government is interested in procuring the services of an architectural firm to assist the parish in a project which involves the retrofitting of two buildings in Tangipahoa Parish- Hammond Junior High Gymnasium and Parish Courthouse Annex.    

PART 1--Management 

The overall project management and level and scope of services will be determined by the Parish.  A fixed sum contract on a cost reimbursement basis will be negotiated the selected firm, with the actual fees for services subject to approval by and funding from the State Office of Homeland Security. 

PART 2– Request for Qualification Statements

RFQs will be will be accepted by the Tangipahoa Parish Government until 4:00 p.m. on FRIDAY, January 23, 2009.  In order to be considered, proposals must be received prior to the time and date specified herein.  The Parish reserves the right to reject any or all responses for late or incomplete submission.  All responses should be sealed and the outside of the envelope marked:  HMGP – TANGIPAHOA PARISH WIND RETROFIT PROJECT” 

All submittals will be ranked by a selection committee, with the highest rated firm being awarded a contract. The proposal must include a brief history of the firm and a resume of each person in the firm who will be assigned to the project. A Time Schedule for preparing the project design and bid documents must also be included in the submittal, along with proposed fee schedules.

Two (2) copies of the information package should be provided to the Parish.

The services to be provided to the Parish will include, but not necessarily limited to: 

1.
Designing improvements, choosing materials, and construction review.

2.
Preparation of the construction bid packages in conformance with applicable federal requirements and supervising the bid advertising, tabulation, and award process, including preparing the advertisements for bid solicitation, conducting the bid opening, and issuing the notice to proceed. 

3.
Conducting the preconstruction conferences and preparing contract materials. 


4.
On-site review of construction work, and preparation of written inspection reports.

5.
Reviewing and approving all contractor requests for payment, and submitting approved request to the Parish. 

6..
With the contractor, preparing and submitting all applications for the various permits to, including building permits, on an as-needed basis. 

7.
Conducting final inspection and recommendation of acceptance of work.

PART 3--SELECTION CRITERIA
All responses to this solicitation will be evaluated according to the following criteria and will be evaluated on the basis of any written materials submitted.   Incomplete or misleading/incorrect information may result in disqualification of a proposal.

EVALUATION CONSIDERATIONS.
 1. Experience of the firm in successfully providing architectural services in the implementation of other similar projects. 

2. Knowledge and background of staff members that are involved with the project.   

3.  Timeliness in being able to quickly complete project (architectural portion).

4. Reasonableness of fee schedule
