Here is the proposed new floor plan.  It will probably be tough to read on fax, however, I have some architectural preliminary plans in the mail for you.  They will go out in tomorrow morning’s mail and you should receive them by the end of the week.

Just to let you know, I will be out of the office from 8/9/06 at noon and I will return on 8/14/06.  

You will see the following:

1. New Kitchen Layout

2. New location for elevator as well as increased size for elevator

3. New layout for laundry room – I think the space is better utilized the way I have it on this plan, it allows for a nice size deep freeze and plenty of space to do laundry without the “cramped” feeling.

4. Smart Room located in the office closet.

5. Incr4eased porch space to allow for stairs and a walkway to the uncovered deck that will have the two AC units and generator.

6. Added a door to the office

7. Added a pair of doors to rear master bedroom

8. Rearranged Mary Dan’s Master Bedroom, she now has a small linen closet and a small window that will not interfere with putting a glare on the mirror (makeup application).  There is a 42” knee wall separating the toilet and sink areas from the tub.  I put a whirlpool tub in, I know we haven’t discussed that yet, so if you don’t want a whirlpool tub, it can be a garden tub, or we can scale it down and make just a regular bathtub.

9. I couldn’t put the AC & Generator on a small platform outside of the laundry with a door leading to it because that would interfere with the garage downstairs.  When you get the elevations in the mail, you will see what I am talking about.

10. I do think we need to put a faux window or maybe some closed fixed shutters on the outside area of the master closet in the front of the house.  You will see what I am talking about, so be thinking about that.

I have received many pictures of styles you like.  We will need to decide on window and door styles, what you will see on the preliminary elevations are generic windows and doors.  We will also need to discuss exactly how you would like your porches to look.

I have gone as far as I can with this plan for now.  Call me to discuss a time to further review the plan as far as what you think so far, any changes, etc…  I’ll wait to hear from you before proceeding further.
