Dear Mr. Jackson,

We meet with your wife this morning concerning the house plans.

Lindsay gave us specs on the Jacuzzi tub also some minor changes on floor plan.

We are replacing a window with a door in master bedroom to exit onto the rear patio.

We eliminated doors in master bedroom where built-in TV shelves are going.

We replaced pedestal sink in utility room with a washtub.

She had mentioned gutters, we are thinking putting them just over the covered porch and patio sections. We also discussed some electrical outlet locations.

One concern we have with a metal roof is a problem with flashing around the Great Room section of roof. This will be very hard to do with all the transitions from the Great Room Roof to the Main Roof.  We suggest going back to a Composition Shingle Roof. One other question we have is dealing with the ventilation in the attic space. Would you rather a ridge vent or keep the gable vents, which are shown on original plans? We are suggesting the ridge vent. We are currently working on the Elevations and Roof Plan. As soon as they are completed we will e-mail them to you.
