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SECTION 1

INTRODUCTION

1.01 EXECUTIVE OVERVIEW
St. Tammany Parish Hospital Service District No. 2, d/b/a Slidell Memorial Hospital, a political subdivision of the State of Louisiana, being a hospital service district created by Act 180 of the 1984 Louisiana Legislature as amended, a 501(3)(c) corporation, governed by a nine member Board of Commissioners.
1.02 PURPOSE
SMH is seeking qualified respondents to furnish SMH with all necessary expertise, labor, materials, licenses, and insurance to perform the required service as described herein.


Any contract award hereunder shall be performed in accordance with the scope of services and specifications set forth in this solicitation, as well as the terms and conditions contained herein.


The purpose of this Request for Proposal (“RFP”) is to provide information to any person, partnership, corporation or other entity interested in preparing and submitting proposals to meet SMH’s requirements for renovations and expansion of the Hospital.

PREPARATION OF PROPOSAL

B. SMH reserves the right to reject any and all bids for just cause.  Winning bid is subject to Slidell Memorial Hospital’s Board of Commissioner’s acceptance and approval.

BID SECURITY

All bids must be accompanied by a bid security equal to five per cent (5%) of the base bid plus any added alternatives, and must be in the form of a certified check, cashier’s check or bid bond, made payable to Slidell Memorial Hospital.  A bid bond shall comply with LA-R.S. 38:2218 and LA-R.S. 38:2219.  Respondent pledges to enter into a Contract with the Owner on the terms stated in the Bid and will, if required, furnish bonds covering the faithful performance of the Contract and payment of all obligations arising thereunder.  Should the Respondent refuse to enter into such Contract or fail to furnish such bonds if required, the amount of the bid security shall be forfeited to the Owner as liquidated damages, not as a penalty.

PERFORMANCE BOND AND PAYMENT BOND
A. SECTION 4

SCOPE OF SERVICES

4.01
SCOPE OF WORK
A. General Requirements
It is the intent of SMH to solicit proposals for the services of qualified vendor(s) to provide services with all the requirements stated herein.  The primary considerations are service quality and economy of price.

1. An agreement will be executed between St. Tammany Parish Hospital District No. 2 d/b/a Slidell Memorial Hospital, (“Facility”) and responder.  
2. The respondent shall visit the site to fully acquaint themselves with the scope and character of the operation.  The respondent shall provide all labor, materials, tools, equipment, transportation and any other items necessary to perform the requested service.  It will be the responsibility of the respondent to determine the equipment needed.
3. Employees and/or subcontractors of respondent performing services under this agreement shall be considered statutory employees of Facility under LSA-R.S. 23:1061, et seq. in the event any such employees and/or subcontractors sustain injury or illness in the course and scope of their employment while performing services at or for SMH.  In such event, said employee and/or subcontractors of respondent shall be limited to the remedies afforded under the Worker’s Compensation Law of the State of Louisiana.
4. The contractor shall keep the premises and surrounding area free from accumulation of waste materials or rubbish caused by operations under the contract.  At Completion of the work, the contractor shall remove waste materials, rubbish, the contractor’s tools, construction equipment, machinery, and surplus materials from and about the project. 
5. This agreement shall be governed by the law of the state of Louisiana.  Venue for any dispute arising under this agreement shall be the 22nd Judicial District Court for the Parish of St. Tammany, State of Louisiana.

SUPERVISION
The respondent shall supervise and direct the work, using respondent’s best skill and attention.  Respondent shall be solely responsible for all means, methods, techniques, sequences, and procedures, and for coordinating all portions of the work under the offer.

The respondent shall be responsible to SMH for the acts and omissions of respondent’s employees under the offer.  The respondent’s employees must be satisfactory to SMH.

COMPLETION DATE
1. The contractor will complete work within forty-five (45) calendar days of notice to proceed.  Upon substantial completion, the contractor will be responsible for recordation of the Notice of Substantial Completion with the St. Tammany Parish Clerk of Court.
2. Prior to substantial completion of the work, the contractor shall provide the Owner with a punch list of items generally included on a punch list.  In the event the contractor fails to achieve substantial completion within forty-five (45) calendar days, contractor agrees to pay the Owner liquidated damages of one hundred dollars ($100.00) per day until substantial completion has been achieved.

CHANGE ORDERS
No changes in the work shall be made without the written consent of the Owner.  Change orders shall be in writing shall be recorded as required by law and shall specify the amount of the increase or decrease in compensation to the contractor and shall specify the number of days by which the completion date is extended or shortened.  Contractor shall be compensated for change orders required by unforeseen circumstances or by request of the Owner on terms of cost plus 10% together with a 10% overhead expense.

COMPENSATION TO CONTRACTOR
Upon satisfactory completion of the work, the Owner shall pay contractor the full amount agreed upon in the contract.

Payment shall be made in three draws as follows:

A. 50% upon Demo Completion
B. 50% upon Completion

LABOR AND MATERIALS
A. Unless otherwise provided in the proposal documents, the respondent shall provide and pay for all labor, materials, equipment, tools, transportation, and other facilities and services necessary for the proper execution and completion of the work.

B. All workmen engaged on special work or skilled work or in any trade shall possess required licensures and have sufficient experience at such work to perform it properly and satisfactory and to operate the equipment involved and shall make due and proper effort to execute that portion of the work in the manner prescribed in these specifications.
C. All materials and workmanship shall in every respect be in accordance with what, in the opinion of SMH, is in conformity with the approved modern practice.

LABOR AND MATERIALS
The Owner, a political subdivision of the State of Louisiana, hereby appoints contractor as its agent for the purchase of materials and equipment to be made part of the work or which are permanently incorporated into the work (“applicable materials and equipment”).  No state and local sales and use taxes are owed on applicable materials and equipment under the provisions of Louisiana revised Statute 47:308(8)(c).  Contractor shall not pay any state or local sales or use taxes on the purchase of applicable materials and equipment. 
The Owner will furnish contractor a certificate on a form provided by the Louisiana Department of Revenue and Taxation which certifies that the District is not required to pay state or local sales and use taxes.  Contractor will furnish a copy of such certificate to all vendors or suppliers of the applicable materials and equipment.  The Owner will indemnify contractor against the payment of any state or local sales or use taxes for applicable materials and equipment made part of the work or permanently incorporated into the work.

PERMITS, FEES AND NOTICES
The respondent shall be familiar with, and at all times shall observe and comply with all federal, state, and local laws, ordinances, and regulations that in any manner affect the conduct of the work and shall indemnify and save harmless SMH, its members, officers, agents, and employees against any claim arising from the violation of any such laws, ordinances, or regulations by the respondent or respondent’s employees.

SAFETY PRECAUTIONS AND PROGRAMS
The respondent shall be responsible for initiating, maintaining, and supervising all safety precautions and programs in connection with the work of any federal, state, or local laws, ordinances, building construction codes and regulations.

DEFINITIONS

ACCEPTANCE OF TERMS AND CONDITIONS AND COMPLIANCE WITH LAW
By submitting an offer in response to this RFP, the respondent shall: (1) be deemed to have accepted all the terms, conditions, special provisions, and requirements set forth in the RFP, including all attachments to the RFP; and (2) if selected for award, agrees that it will comply with all federal, state, and local laws applicable to its activities and obligations under the contract, including but not limited to, all applicable licensing requirements.

NO OBLIGATIONS
This solicitation implies no obligation on the part of SMH until such solicitation is executed by a duly authorized official of SMH.

RESPONSIBLITIES OF THE RESPONDENT
A. A mandatory post award conference will be scheduled after the contract is awarded. 
B. The respondent will begin the services as described in the contract.  
C. The respondent will remain liable for all damages to or incurred by respondent caused by the respondent’s negligent performance of any of the services furnished under the contract.
D. The respondent will comply will all Federal, State, and local regulatory bodies, including, but not limited to The Joint Commission, Louisiana Department of Health and Hospitals, and the United States Department of Health and Human Services.
E. Employees and/or subcontractors of respondent performing services under this Agreement shall be considered statutory employees of SMH under LSA-R.S. 23:1061, et seq in the event any such employees and/or subcontractors sustain accidental injury or illness in the course and scope of their employment while performing services at or for SMH.  In such event, said employees and/or subcontractors of respondent shall be limited to the remedies afforded under the Worker’s Compensation Law of the State of Louisiana.

F. At the post award conference, respondent will provide a list of personnel, with phone numbers, who are designated as authority representatives for this contract.  The list will be updated as necessary.

PERMITS AND LICENSES
The respondent shall, without additional expense to SMH, be responsible for obtaining and maintaining in force at all times any necessary licenses and permits required and issued by the state, a municipality or parish for conducting business.

PROTECTION OF SLIDELL MEMORIAL HOSPITAL
Respondent shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless Slidell Memorial Hospital and its board members, executives, employees, agents, or servants from and against any and all actions, demands, losses, expenses, damages, penalties, fines, claims, and any other liability relating to, in connection with, or arising out of any injury, or alleged injury, to persons (including death), or damage or alleged damage to any property, equipment, or the natural environment, sustained or alleged to have been sustained to the extent caused by the negligent performance of the contractor of the services arising from this contract, and pay all damages, cost, and expenses, including reasonable attorney’s fees, in connection therewith or resulting therefrom, except to the extent and portion that such losses, damages, and claims are caused by the negligence, fault, or breach of this contract by Slidell Memorial Hospital or its board members, executives, employees, agents, or servants or its other contractors or invitees.

ASSIGNMENT
Due to the additional administrative burden placed on SMH, the responder will not assign or otherwise transfer its rights under the contract, without the express written consent of SMH.
5.08
FORCE MEJEURE
A. Performance of this contract by both SMH and the respondent will be pursued with due diligence in all requirements hereof; however, neither SMH nor the respondent will be considered in default in the performance of its obligation under this contract to the extent that such performance is prevented or delayed by causes not within the control of either party and not foreseeable or, if foreseeable cannot be avoided by the exercise of reasonable care, including, but not limited to, act of civil or military authority (including but not limited to courts or administrative agencies); acts of God; war; riots; insurrection; inability to secure approval, validation or sale of bonds; inability to obtain any required permits, licenses or zoning; blockades; embargoes; sabotage; epidemics; fires; floods; strikes; lockouts; or collective bargaining.  Upon any delay resulting from such cause the time for performance of each party hereunder (including the payment of monies in such event prevents payment) will be extended for a period necessary to overcome the effect of such delays.
B. In case of any delay or nonperformance caused by the above causes, the party affected will promptly notify the other in writing of the nature, cause, date of commencement and the anticipated extent of such delay, and will indicate in writing the extent, if any, to which it is anticipated.

OWNERSHIP OF DOCUMENTS
All proposals and supporting materials (including all data, materials, and documentation originated and prepared for SMH pursuant to this RFP and including correspondence relating to this RFP) shall, upon delivery to SMH, become the property of SMH.
5.010 NOTICE OF INTENT TO AWARD
The successful respondent will be notified of acceptance of its proposal by a written Notice of Intent to Award.  Successful respondent shall not undertake any service, and SMH will not be responsible for payment of any service whatsoever undertaken by successful respondent prior to issuance of the Notice to Proceed.

CONTRACT DOCUMENT
The successful respondent shall be required to execute a formal contract within 10 (ten) business days after issuance of a Notice of Intent to Award.  Said contract shall include two signed originals with this Request for Proposal RFP#16-06-01R included. 
SECTION 6

INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

A. At all times during the term of the agreement between the parties, respondent shall maintain general liability insurance coverage for property damage or personal injury caused by respondent or any of its employees in the performance of the contracted services in the amount of at least $1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 annual aggregate or, if acceptable to facility, such other amounts as agreed to by the parties.  

B. The respondent shall not commence service under this contract until the respondent has obtained all insurance required under the succeeding articles and such insurance has been approved by SMH.  Nor shall the respondent allow any sub-contractor to commence service on its subcontract until all similar insurance required by the sub-contractor has been so obtained and approved.  All insurance shall be placed with an insurance company or companies licensed by the State of Louisiana to write insurance of the type required under the succeeding articles.  
C. The respondent shall furnish SMH with certificates of insurance and copies of endorsements effecting coverage required by this contract prior to the commencement of Service.  These certificates shall contain a provision that coverage afforded under the policies will not be cancelled or materially reduced in coverage until at least thirty (30) days prior written notice has been given by certified mail to SMH.  SMH reserves the right to require complete, certified copies of all required insurance policies at any time.

D. The respondent agrees to indemnify and save SMH harmless and to assume full responsibility for payment of all state and federal taxes, unemployment insurance, old age pensions, or any other social security legislation affecting any or all employees engaged in the performance of the contract and he further agrees to meet all requirements that may be specified in regulations now or hereafter promulgated from time to time by legislative officials. 
E. The respondent shall purchase and maintain such insurance protecting the respondent from the claims set forth below, which may arise out of or result from the respondent’s operations under the contract, whether such operations are performed by the respondent or by any sub-contractor or anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable under contract or otherwise:

1. Claims under workers’ or workmen’s compensation, and if applicable to the Service to be performed, United States Longshoremen’s and Harbor Workers’ Act, Jones Act, disability benefit and any other similar state or federal employee benefit act;
2. Claims for damages because of bodily injury, occupational sickness or disease, or death of the respondent’s employees;
3. Claims for damages because of bodily injury, sickness or disease, or death of any person other than the respondent’s employees;
4. Claims for damages because of personal injury offenses, including false arrest, detention or imprisonment, malicious prosecution, wrongful entry into, or eviction of a person, from a room, dwelling or premises that the person occupies, oral or written publication of material that slanders or libels a person or organization or disparages a person’s or organization’s goods, products or services; or oral or written publication or material that violates a person’s right of privacy;
5. Claims for damages, other than to the service itself, because of injury to or destruction of tangible property, including loss of use resulting therefrom, and loss of use of tangible property that is not physically injured;

6. Claims for damages because of bodily injury or death of a person or property damage arising out of the Ownership, maintenance or use of any motor vehicle in the performance of service under this Contract;

7. Claims under any employee liability insurance coverage for the protection of the respondent’s employees not otherwise protected;

8. Claims for damages because of advertising injury, including oral or written publication of materials that slanders or libels a person or organization or disparages a person’s or organization’s goods, products or services, oral or written publication of materials that violates a person’s right of privacy, misappropriation of advertising ideas or style of doing business, or infringement of copyright, title or slogan, and

Scope of Work Suite 280:

· The contractor shall remove the door and door frame from the long hallway shown on the drawing.

· The contractor shall frame up the open space where the existing door was removed and apply a level 5 drywall finishes. 

· The contractor shall build a wall to create a closet and reuse the existing door and door frame for the new closet entrance shown on the drawing.

· The contractor shall prime the new walls and apply two coats of paint throughout the open area in the work site. Then paint the existing wall from break to break. 

· The contractor shall touch up walls in the entire suite if needed.
· The contractor shall paint the ambulance entrance area.

· The contractor shall relocate an existing light switch to the outside of the new wall of closet.

· The contractor shall adjust the existing ceiling grid to accommodate the light fixture in the new closet.

· The contractor shall relocate the existing dimmer light switch that controls the can lights to a new location shown on the drawing. The contractor shall install new can light bulbs in the existing fixtures.

· The contractor shall build and install a new 2’ corner counter top as shown on the drawing.

Scope of Work Suite 290:

· The contractor shall paint the entire suite. The contractor is responsible for patching and painting all walls throughout the entire suite. (Color to be provided by the Owner.)

· The contractor shall install (3) new single gang electrical outlets in the new break area.

· The contractor shall demo the Plywood with the data equipment from Doctor Office 2.

· The contractor shall remove and relocate the upper and base cabinet from Doctor Office 2 and Exam Room 3. 

· The contractor shall demo the sinks and cap off the plumbing in the walls of Doctor Office 2.
