There appears to be an ongoing issue with our Louisiana Withholding Account No. 5783394-001-300 that I am very anxious to have resolved.
I received a notice on July 15, 2011, copy attached, stating that Dammon Engineering had a liability of $199,926.58.  This was obviously an error and our accountant contacted Ms. Mona Istre with your office to resolve the matter.  The result was that Ms. Istre indicated in her correspondence (copy attached) that instead of having a liability, we were due a credit in the amount of $646.05.  $649.87 was sent to us in September 2011.

On October 4, 2011, I received a notice (copy attached) stating that Dammon Engineering had a liability in the amount of $1,343.43 for the 30-Jun-2011 tax period.  After some clarification and correspondence (copy attached), Ms. Patricia Caperton indicated that there had been an overpayment sitting in our account that would be applied to the tax period in question.  The result was a tax liability in the amount of $907.78, which was paid on October 10, 2011 (check copy attached).
I have now received the above referenced letters stating that Dammon Engineering has a tax liability for tax periods 1/31/11; 2/28/11; 4/30/11 and 5/31/11.  Please review the following in response to those letters.

If indeed the refund we received in the amount of $649.87 on approximately September 02, 2011 was erroneous (as I believe it was).  We have more than compensated for that with the payment we made on October 10, 2011 in the amount of $907.78.

I ask that you please review our file and present us with a corrected statement of our account.
