On 4/24/09, I was driving my Dodge pickup west on Hwy 190 and stopped (about 4th in line) for the traffic light at Northshore Boulevard.  An automobile behind me rear ended me and then I rear ended the truck in front of me.

I had had a back operation approximately 1½ months before and was still recovering.  When I was hit, I momentarily passed out and when I came to, I was in shock and just sat there in the driver’s seat until the ambulance arrived and took me to the emergency room at Lacombe Hospital.  There they x-rayed me and released me.

The driver that hit me was Nathan Patrick.  He showed the police his insurance card and was released without a ticket.  Later, when I contacted my insurance company, they said that Mr. Patrick did not have insurance, and that my uninsured motorist would not cover it.

(I have a letter from Direct General) the explanation given me was that the insurance was issued to his wife and that he, “Nathan,” was specifically excluded from the policy.

When I was told this, I reported it to the Slidell Police and they arrested him.  He is due to go to trial on April 22, 2010, and I have been called as a witness.

My insurance policy has one million uninsured motorist.

They paid to fix my truck, less the $500.00 deductible.  I didn’t rent a car as I had an extra car.

They sent me a check for approximately $8,500.00 and as I had already told them I wanted at least $100,000.00 for my pain and suffering, they said I could cash the check and still ask for more or go to court.

They have asked for doctors’ records and I have provided names of doctors, etc.

After the wreck, my hands, arms and legs were in pain.  When I even opened and closed my wrist the muscles hurt.  I went to Dr. Provenza, who had operated on my back, then to Dr. Sedrich, who tested for arthritis and found that to be negative, then when we were at our summer home in Highlands, North Carolina, a G.P., Dr. Richard Mathews, gave me a shot of Cortisone and Prednisone, which gave me tremendous relief.  Since then, I have received a shot about every three months as the pain would start up again.  The last shot was at the end of 2009, and after four months, I am pain free.  I think that it is over.

The insurance company had gotten the records from all the doctors I have seen after the wreck and about two months ago asked for the doctors that I saw for the last five years before the wreck.  When I spoke to them this week they were still waiting for records from Dr. Newcomb.
