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ROTATION OF PERSONNEL IN KOREA

1. Under Cir No.58, minimum periods of eligibility for relief via rotation have been established for the Korean Theater.  Selection of homebound contingents is strictly up to the theater commander, and it must be kept in mind that eligibility does not bestow the right to be relieved, but only establishes a basis for selection in accordance with U-SAKI Reg. 4-U “Homesickness and Nostalgia in Isolated Regions”.  The following eligibly rules will govern the rotation of troops in this theater.

2. Personnel must have spent 7 or more years in Korea, at least 4 of which were in regions north of Hona-Dong.  (He is ineligible if his name has been entered in the sick book during that period).  The following are further qualifications necessary for eligibility.

a. Must have at least three (3) broken limbs at the time of application.  Compound or linear fractures, strains, or ruptures will not be accepted- the break must be clean.  The condition of each injury must be authenticated on Form # 212-D “Minor Mishaps and Abrasions”, in triplicate.

b. Must have been awarded the Order of the Purple Heart, with at least nine Oak Leaf Clusters.  In addition, he must have in his possession at least 5 of the Following medals awarded since July 1, 1950. 

1.  Silver Star        5.  Air Medal

2.  Navy Cross         6.  Order of the Knight of the Bath

3.  Iron Cross

 7.  Distinguisher Flying Cross

4.  Legion of Merit
 8.  Order of the Soviet Union

3. The following personnel even though they may possess the above qualifications will NOT be eligible for return to the States.

a. Those, who during the course of the Army Tenure have contracted Athletes foot, St Virus dance, Scurvy, Beri Beri, Housemaids Knee, Ringworm, Malaria, Bubonic Plague, Cold, Sore throat, Rigor Hortis, Body Odor, Halitosis or Congested Nasal passages.

b. Personnel who have been stationed in Pusan for a period of ten days or more.  An exception will be made to personnel who are considered to be injured to the more rigorous service in this area by reasons of having spent at least 12 or more years in either the Panamanian Jungles, Tibet, Burma, Guam, or Texas.  In this case a request in writing will be submitted to Washington, DS Form 121-J “Previous Record of Uncivilized Habitant”.  This will be filled out in quadruplicate and the following documents appended thereto:

(a) Photostatic copy of graduate degrees from not less than four accredited Universities.

(b) Civilian drivers license in duplicate.

(c) Financial statement of applicants family and friends showing earnings for your year ending 21 Dec 1950 in triplicate.

(d) Clinical history of applicants family, friends, civilian employers and associates – entered on Form “224-B, “Record of Part Moral Interpitude”, in quinturlicate.  Casual acquaintances need not be included.

c  Personnel who have been stationed in Japan for more than 10    

   days.

d  Personnel who never have been on TDY to Albany.

4. Among personnel eligible for rotation the following priority has been established.

a. Men over 56 years old, who have completed 44 consecutive years of faithful service overseas.

b. Married men with 12 children or more.  (Must have been formally engaged prior to induction).

c. Personnel, who have become deceased, providing that fatality was incurred in line of duty and deceased properly registered his name with the Graves Registration Office.  In no case will a deceased military person be repatriated to the Mother Country if he has been dead over three months, unless Form #843-J “Authorized Mortality in Morning Calm Region” has been completed in triplicate.  If an applicant dies while waiting to be rotated it will be interpreted that he does not wish to return on rotation and his application will automatically be cancelled.  Furthermore, if it is established that he has accepted that mortality without authorization, his corps is subject to Disciplinary action under AW 888 “ Deliberate Circumvention of authorized dating procedure”.

d. Enlistment who formerly held the rank of Major General or above, providing the reduction in grade was not due to misconduct.

5. If the individual possesses all of the foregoing  qualifications, he may then obtain Form # IG 2772-P “Application to be Interviewed” in preparation for rotation.

6. No U-SAKI troops will be rotated before 1957, and a two-year statue of limitations will be used on all applicants.  This does not prevent reapplication after two year period has elapsed, providing Form 8883-F  “ Seventeen reasons for establishment of priority to regain Citizenship” is granted.

7. No application will be accepted until further notice, all U-SAKI troops are at the present FROZEN.  Personnel who question competent authorizations on matters pertaining to their status will be remanded to the nearest Provost Marshall and tried by Courts Martial for violation of U-SAKI Reg. 11-11 “ Important Overtures and Entreaties”. 
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
