In the case of Shearn Neil Lemoine v Jerry Sapp and Dammon Engineering, Inc., please note the following:

Mr. Ross Thurston, the real estate agent representing the buyer, Mr. Lemoine, called me to arrange the inspection.  I did not know, nor did I ask who the seller was.

As far as I know, I have never met nor talked with the seller, Mr. Sapp, and had never heard his name prior to being served with the court document.

In order of their suit

7. On or before November 26, 2001, I was contracted by Mr. Ross Thurston of Century 21 to do a structural inspection of the house at 621 Pennsylvania Ave. in Slidell.  I conducted the inspection and reported that the house was in good structural condition at that time.  I also reported that it would continue to settle, probably at a slow rate.  I addressed the inspection to Mr. Thurston, who had requested the inspection.  I sent the inspection to Mr. Thurston.  Mr. Thurston also asked that we fax a copy to Mr. Sapp, as can be seen in our records.

The long dry spell this spring was responsible for a lot of settling of slabs.  This is the most likely scenario for the current problem.

8. I did say that the roof and other framing lines of the house were acceptable and that the house was in good structural condition at that time.

9. 1.  This is not true – the slab is supporting the home.

2. a, b & c.  I saw this when I revisited the site this year.

3. Unknown

10. OK

11. OK

12. OK

13. This is a lie.  I had never met Mr. Sapp or been involved with this house prior to my inspection.  I would like to know where this story came from.  How can they accuse me of this?

14. I doubt this.

15. I doubt the seriousness of the crack as rendering the property unlivable, unless the slab has continued to settle much more than I saw.

16. Agreed

17. I pointed out the defect and said that it most likely would continue to settle, but probably at a slow rate.  Either the dry spell or some other cause, over which I have no control or should have suspected, caused the additional settlement.

Also, there may have been areas that would have alerted me to problems to come, had the new tile and other work not been in place.

18. I agree that depending on weather conditions, etc.  I also have no control over this.

19. OK

20. The slab was already cracked, which is not a problem in itself.  Concrete cracks.  I gave a professional opinion, and that was all.  I do no insure the house or protect the buyer from a hidden defect, which in this case may have been hidden on purpose.

Interrogatories:

1. I have no relationship with Mr. Sapp.  As far as I know, I have never designed or inspected a house for him.  As far as I know, I have never talked to or met him.
