Pete Dammon was born in Alexandria, Louisiana and raised in Port Arthur, Texas.  He served in the U.S. Army from 1948 to 1952 and then worked for Gulf Oil Company in their Port Arthur refinery while attending college at night.  Following his graduation from college in 1961, he and his family moved to Seattle where he worked for the Boeing Aircraft Company.  He was sent with a special group of engineers to prepare the Higgins Facility (Michoud) in New Orleans to build the first stage of the Saturn Moon Rocket.  He worked for Boeing until 1970,when he was hired by Avondale shipyards to be Engineer in Charge of their several yards’ “electrical systems.”
Mr. Dammon started Dammon Engineering in 1979, after a successful career with the facilities design departments of the Boeing Company and Martin Marietta, where he started as design engineer and later held a management position in civil, structural, electrical and mechanical engineering, design and construction, as well as overseeing all outside contracts for engineering services.
Since opening the firm of Dammon Engineering, Mr. Dammon has been engaged in projects that range from design of schools to city streets, to Superdome renovations, Department of Defense projects for facilities, design of delicate bearing and shafts for mobile art sculptures located in several U.S. cities and foreign countries, local commercial, religious, school, and government projects.  He has experience in all phases of engineering and architecture for facilities, and has been accepted in the courts as an “expert witness” in civil-structural and electrical systems.
Pete is the past president of the New Orleans Chapter of the Louisiana Engineering Society.  He is past president (2001-2002) and (1994-95) of the Rotary Club of Slidell; past Chamber of Commerce Vice President; past district committee chairman of Rotary International, District 6840; board member Easter Seals La.; board member Broadway, inc., (K Bar B Ranch which houses up to 25 children from broken homes); works with other organizations such as “Safe Harbor” (battered women’s shelter) and “STARC” (St. Tammany Association for Retarded Citizens); and “Jazz on the Bayou” raising money for Easter Seals.
