Through your efforts Kyle has the opportunity of a hearing concerning early release. I have offered to train him in the electrical field that will provide an honest wage. He will have a church home with Covenant Baptist Church located at Robert Blvd in Slidell, La. The membership at Covenant Baptist Church has pledged to support Kyle financially and through the love and respect he has demonstrated to others in his outreach ministries. Kyle will have the support of family and friends that a person will need upon exit of Angola. 
Kyle also has the opportunity to attend, upon release, Wheaton College on a full scholarship.

This is a fantastic opportunity for Kyle; through this he would be able to achieve his doctorate degree. If he is able to attend Wheaton College, Covenant Baptist Church and I has pledged to support him financially and with our prayers until his graduation. Upon his graduation from Wheaton College he will be able to seek the opportunities God has set for him.
