We propose to furnish labor, materials and supervision necessary, as per specifications, to install new electrical work on the above referenced location (specifically described as Phase II, Sun Valley Apartments, 500 Joseph Street, Slidell, Louisiana, and consisting of 58,090 s.f. of apartment buildings and clubhouse area) as follows:

1. File necessary notices and permits.

2. Scope of Work as follows:
a.  Phase 1 consists of the electrical wire rough in; installation of load centers, and meter packs.
b.  Phase 2 consists of  the electrical connection of  light switches & plates, receptacles & plates,  ceiling fans, lights, dish washers, water heaters, air conditioning/heat units.
c.  Phase 3 consists of installation of circuit breakers. Testing of all electrical circuits, lighting, and appliances. 
3.  Exclusions:
a. Lighting fixtures, wire and labor for parking lot are specifically excluded.
4.  Allowance of $ 14,700.00 for lighting fixtures is included in this quote. 
5.  Allowance of $1,000.00 for smoke detectors is included in this quote.
6.  Allowance of $5,000.00 for Miracle Vents is included in this quote.

If the cost of the material listed above exceeds the allowance provided in this quote, the owner is responsible for paying the difference to the contractor within ten days of receipt of the invoice.
COMPLETE LABOR AND MATERIAL…………………..$383,762.50
All of the above work will be completed in a substantial and workmanship like manner.

Terms of payment shall be: thirty percent of the contract prices on the date of acceptance, thirty percent of the contract prices upon completion of phase one, twenty percent of the contract price at the completion of phase two and twenty percent of the contract price at the completion of phase three of the work as described above.
Any alteration or deviation from the above specifications involving extra cost of labor or material will only be executed upon written orders for same and will become an extra charge over the sum stated in this contract.  All agreements must be made in writing according to the attached Conditions of Contract.  Gulf Coast Electric Co., LLC shall carry workers compensation and liability insurance and shall also provide all licenses and permits necessary to complete this job.
All concentrations of the building industry are currently experiencing price volatility with all of their products.  Due to market fluctuations, the prices of these products are subject to sudden significant changes and firm prices cannot be obtained from suppliers.  If there is an increase in the price of any products associated with this proposal/contract, the price set forth in this proposal/contract shall be increased to reflect these additional costs.  Gulf Coast Electric Co. will submit written documentation of increased charges.  The terms and pricing under this proposal/contract are valid for 30 days from the date of this proposal/contract.

Conditions of Contract

1. This proposal shall be deemed automatically withdrawn if not accepted within thirty days from the date which appears hereon.  Owner represents that the person signing on its behalf has full authority to bind Owner to this contract.

2. Gulf Coast Electric shall not be responsible for delay damages, either before commencement of, or during the said work described.

3. Where a job process is interrupted two (2) weeks or more by causes beyond our control (such as strikes, weather, etc.) Owner/client/payee agrees to pay the contractor a percentage of the contract price equivalent to the percentage of the work done, on request to do so by the Contractor.

4. Where the job requires more than one month to complete, Owner shall, at Contractor’s request, pay the Contractor on a monthly basis a percentage of the total contract price equivalent to the percentage of the work substantially completed.

5. Work done, or attempted to be done, on the electrical work by anyone other than the Contractor or its authorized agents, relieves Contractor, applicable product supplier(s) and manufacturer(s) from their respective warranties or any further obligation hereunder.

6. All applicable damage caused by others will be repaired by us and charged to Owner at our customary rates.  Owner will be notified when damage is found, and agreement made before work commences to make repairs.
7. There are no promises, representations or understandings outside of this instrument which instrument represents the complete agreement between the parties.  No modifications of this contract shall be valid unless in writing signed by the party against whom the change is asserted.  Any notification required by this contract shall be made in writing.

8. Ownership of all materials incorporated in this contract shall be vested in the Contractor, until said materials are fully paid for.  If this contract has to be collected through suit or on demand of an attorney, then Owner/Client agrees to pay reasonable attorney’s fees together with legal interest and court costs.  It is agreed that proper Venue for suit to collect any outstanding balance shall be in St. Tammany Parish, Louisiana.

9. Payment is considered past due if not received within 30 days of invoice date.  Interest shall accrue at 1.5% per month on all amounts outstanding until paid in full.

10. For all electrical contracts requiring a building permit where the contract amount is $2,500.00 or more, the Owner is required to file Notice of Commencement.
11. Any engineering charges which are the result of code requirements mandated by the building/zoning department of the parish/municipality where the contracted work is being performed are not included in this contract amount, unless otherwise noted in the scope of work as outlined in our proposal/contract.
12. It is understood and agreed that Contractor, its insurer and manufacturer or product suppliers will be held harmless by Owner for alleged or actual damages/claims as a result of mold, mildew, algae, or fungus.  It is understood that the electrical contractor’s and electrical contractor’s insurer will exclude all coverage, including defense, damages related to bodily injury, property damage, and clean up expenses caused directly or indirectly in whole or in part for any action brought by mold, including fungus and mildew regardless of the cost, event, material, product, or workmanship that may have contributed concurrently or in any sequence to the injury or damage that occurs.

13. Contractor guarantees their repairs for one year from the date of completion, unless otherwise states in the attached proposal/contract.
