The Texas/Dallas History & Archives Division does have photographs of two murals in the Southern Pacific Passenger Railroad station in Houston, Texas, and low-resolution, watermarked digital images may be viewed in the Dallas Public Library’s online catalog.

If you type the following phrase in the search box, it will return five images. Two are close-ups of the murals, two show the end walls of the station waiting room, and one is a view down the length of the waiting room. I am attaching copies of the two mural close-ups to this email so that you may see if they are the murals painted by Mr. MacQuarrie. These watermarked images may be used for reference and research, but may not be published or used on the web.
We do offer prints and scans for purchase. The base price for a print is $24.00 for a 5 x 7” print plus tax (if mailed to a Texas address) and $3.00 postage. Larger sizes are available at an additional cost. Scans are also $24.00. We can email .jpg scans that are not too large or burn the images to a CD (additional $3.00 charge plus $3.00 postage). If would like to use the images on the Internet, we provide a scan with a special watermark that does not obscure the image quite as much as the watermarks in our catalog. We will ask you to sign a form telling us how you plan to use the images and agreeing to our reproduction conditions.
