At approximately (______ p.m.), I was driving west on US Hwy 190, west of Slidell and stopped at the traffic light at Northshore Blvd.  I was fourth in a line of the autos stopped for a red light.  As I remember, I looked in my rear view mirror after I had stopped, and saw the auto behind me still moving and about that time the car hit the back of my pickup truck, driving me into a pickup truck in front of me.  I don’t remember that I passed out, but I do know that I lost awareness of what happened and I guess I was in shock.  I just sat there until the ambulance came.  When I regained my sensed, the gentleman from the truck in front of me came to assist me, if needed.  (Of course, I had hit his truck, which I think was new).  He and another gentleman talked to me and I could see that the man in the car that hit me was checking out his passengers.  I think he had at least one child in the car, but I was still woozy.  The ambulance came and I was helped out of the truck and put on a stretcher and tied down.  I told the attendant that I had recently had back surgery.  I was taken to Lacombe “Heart Hospital,” but given an IV drip on the way.  At some time during the wait for the ambulance, I called my wife, who got to the scene, I think shortly after the ambulance.

At the hospital, they checked me over, took X-Rays of my back, and discharged me.  

Note:  The man in the truck in front of me told me that he saw what was happening, specifically that I was stopped completely when the car hit me and I then hit his truck.  (I didn’t get his name).

Following release from the hospital, my wife took me home, where I rested.  Following the wreck, my hands, arms and legs started hurting.  When I would make a fist the muscles hurt.  The pain was mostly in the mornings and would get to be less in the afternoon.  I went to Dr. Provenza and then to Dr. Sedrich who tested me and found that I didn’t have arthritis.  I kept having the pain, and it wasn’t until later that summer that Dr. Richard Mathews in Highlands, NC gave me an injection of Cortisone and Prednisone, and relieved the pain.  After that I got an injection about every three months for the pain, and then it slowed down until May 2010, when I found my lower back and hip hurting, and had to get an epidural.  I had started having numbness and tingling in my feet, then my hands, legs, and forearms.  I thought that this would go away, but it got worse.  I have been tested for sugar levels and am not an alcoholic.  I was referred to Dr. Glyman at the neurology clinic, who diagnosed the condition as peripheral neuropathy in June 2010.

I was in traffic and didn’t identify any witnesses except the two other vehicles and later the fire truck and firemen.

#4(a)

I had previously undergone lower back surgery for sciatic nerve pain, approximately March 26, 2009.

I also have heart disease and pulmonary fibrosis.

After being discharged from the hospital following the wreck, I began to have severe hand, arm & leg pains.  I couldn’t close my fist, my arms hurt below the elbow and the calves of my legs hurt.  This was especially in the morning, and would get better in the afternoon, but not go away.  I went to Dr. Sedrich, as my doctor who operated on my back thought it may be arthritis.  Dr. Sedrich ran tests and said it was not arthritis.

I still had pain when my wife and I went to our home in North Carolina for the summer.  While there, Doctor Mathews gave me an injection of Prednisone, which relieved the pain overnight.  This was temporary relief and when we returned to Slidell, I had injections to relieve the pain, then it seemed to subside about the time I went to see Dr. ______________ as Ochsner.

My feet and toes had also started giving me problems after the wreck, but I didn’t relate this since the pain in my hands, arms and legs (calf) was more prominent.

When my toes touched, I felt a tingle and sandpaper feelings, then the bottom of my feet began to feel like card board, and my fingers and forearms were tingling and painful.  I have trouble walking straight and with balance.  I can no longer close my eyes while standing, and it is painful to write.  I saw Dr. Glynn at the Neurology Clinic in Lacombe and had an extensive neurological study on June 17, 2010.  Dr. Glynn previously diagnosed my condition as peripheral neuropathy, or nerve damage.
