think about this? A small reflecting pond with granite rising from the center. The lower part of the granite is carved rough and relatively undefined representing the destruction and aftermath of the storm. At the elevation of the high water mark water flows from the top of the rough granite and cascades down to the pond. From the high water mark upwards the granite become a series of smooth well defined monoliths representing the reconstruction with the phoenix at the pinacle of the sculpture in its entire form or only the upper part of a phonix as if rising from the destruction and leading the reconstruction.
