"Existing Condition Information" is a "MasterFormat" classification title for data that are made available for Bidders' and Contractor's convenience but are not incorporated into the Contract Documents.

Additional existing conditions information that could be incorporated into this Document include movement information, vibration information, acoustic information, traffic information, measured drawing information, environmental assessment information, descriptions of existing site and existing buildings, historical recording, and reports on existing materials.

1.1 EXISTING CONDITION INFORMATION

A. This Document with its referenced attachments is part of the Procurement and Contracting Requirements for Project. They provide Owner's information for Bidders' convenience and are intended to supplement rather than serve in lieu of the Bidders' own investigations. They are made available for Bidders' convenience and information, but are not a warranty of existing conditions. This Document and its attachments are not part of the Contract Documents.

Good practice recommends that owners make available to bidders information that would help the Bidder understand Project conditions and prepare the bid, including drawings used in previous construction on Project site; this also helps fulfill Owner's obligation to disclose information concerning Project.

B. Existing drawings that include information on existing conditions including previous construction at Project site are available for viewing [on Project Web site] [at the office of Architect] [at the office of Construction Manager] [at the office of Owner].

C. Existing [specifications] [and] [submittals] that include information on existing conditions including previous construction at Project site are available for viewing [on Project Web site] [at the office of Architect] [at the office of Construction Manager] [at the office of Owner].
