"Geotechnical Data" is a "MasterFormat" classification title for data that are made available for Bidders' and Contractor's convenience but are not incorporated into the Contract Documents.

Geotechnical data are properly associated with available information as they are generally not contract documents but are usually made available to bidders. The Civil Engineer and Structural Engineer of Record are responsible for interpreting and incorporating recommendations derived from geotechnical data into Project design; the Contract Documents should not include direction to Contractor to interpret and incorporate recommendations.

Additional geotechnical data information that could be incorporated into this Document includes material testing information, exploratory excavation information, and geotechnical monitoring information.

1.1 GEOTECHNICAL DATA

A. This Document with its referenced attachments is part of the Procurement and Contracting Requirements for Project. They provide Owner's information for Bidders' convenience and are intended to supplement rather than serve in lieu of Bidders' own investigations. They are made available for Bidders' convenience and information, but are not a warranty of existing conditions. This Document and its attachments are not part of the Contract Documents.
