B. Waste-Compactor Standards: ANSI Z245.21[ including annexes] and NFPA 82.

C. Waste-Container Standards: ANSI Z245.30 and ANSI Z245.60.

1.6 MAINTENANCE SERVICE

Consider deleting this article for light or residential use; usually retain for critical units.

A. Initial Maintenance Service: Beginning at Substantial Completion, provide [12] <Insert number> months' full maintenance by skilled employees of waste-compactor Installer. B. Install automatic sprinkler in hopper of each chute-fed compactor according to NFPA 82.

3.2 FIELD QUALITY CONTROL

Retain first paragraph below to require Contractor to perform tests and inspections.

A. Perform tests and inspections.

Retain subparagraph below to require a factory-authorized service representative to assist Contractor with inspections, tests, and adjustments.

1. Manufacturer's Field Service: Engage a factory-authorized service representative to inspect components, assemblies, and equipment installations, including connections, and to assist in testing.

Retain first paragraph below to describe tests and inspections to be performed.

B. Tests and Inspections:

1. Perform installation and startup checks according to manufacturer's written instructions.

2. Test and adjust controls, alarms, and safeties. Replace damaged and malfunctioning controls and equipment.

See Section 014000 "Quality Requirements" for retesting and reinspecting requirements and Section 017300 "Execution" for requirements for correcting the Work.

C. A waste compactor will be considered defective if it does not pass tests and inspections.

D. Prepare test and inspection reports.

3.3 DEMONSTRATION

A. Engage a factory-authorized service representative to train Owner's maintenance personnel to adjust, operate, and maintain waste compactors according to manufacturer's requirements and ANSI Z245.2.
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
