As of today I have accumulated a total of 205 hours of college credits.  Many of these hours, 83 hours, were accumulated during my career in the US Air Force and are not applicable to the educational degree program at the University of New Orleans that I am enrolled in.   These 83 hours were obtained during my military career starting April 1975 till retirement October 1994.  I am currently enrolled in 6 credit hours for Civil Engineering during the 2011 summer semester; this will leave a total of 21 credit hours remaining till graduation.
During the summer of 2010 I attempted to take a required Engineering Thermodynamics as well as a New Orleans Literature class but had to withdraw from these classes due to a family illness.  My wife was diagnosed with breast cancer March of 2009 and had a double mastectomy in May 2009 followed by 6 months of chemotherapy.  After her chemotherapy she underwent reconstructive surgery starting Feb 2010.  It was not until her third operation for reconstructive surgery in June 2010 that complications arose that required me to withdraw from the classes I was attending.
In the prior years I have been able to pay for tuition and books from my military retirement and savings.  During 2009 and 2010, the medical bills have taken a toll our savings.  This year we are expecting more medical bills as my wife just had a brain tumor removed and will require radiation treatments.  For these reasons I am now looking to get an educational loan which will enable me to complete my educational goal as a Civil Engineer.
