1.2 WORK SEQUENCE

Follow-on activities under this Contract shall be satisfactorily conducted to protect and, if indicated, to complete the related preceding separate Contract work.

1.5 MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

The following sample paragraphs may apply; delete or retain and revise as required to suit project conditions.

A. Work in the extension of existing conditions shall correspond in all respects with the existing conditions to which it connects, or to similar existing conditions, in materials, workmanship and finish.

B. Alterations to Existing Conditions:  Existing conditions shall be cut, drilled, removed, temporarily removed, or removed and replaced, as necessary for performance of Work under the Contract.

1. Replacements of existing conditions that are removed shall match similar existing conditions.

2. Unless otherwise indicated, existing structural members shall not be cut or altered without authorization by the Contracting Officer.

3. Conditions remaining in place, which are damaged or defaced during the Work, shall be restored to the condition existing at time of award of Contract.

4. Discolored or unfinished surfaces exposed by removal of existing conditions, that are indicated to be final exposed surfaces, shall be refinished or replaced as necessary to produce uniform and harmonious contiguous surfaces.

If applicable, select one of the 3 following paragraphs and revise as required to suit project conditions.

C. Existing structures will remain in place.

D. Existing structures have been or will be removed, at no expense to the Contractor, to top of foundation walls or ground level, unless otherwise indicated.

E. Existing structures shall be removed to top of foundation walls or ground level, unless otherwise indicated.

If applicable, select one of the 4 following paragraphs and revise as required to suit project conditions.

F. Existing utility services with related meters and equipment will remain in place.

G. Existing utility services with related meters and equipment have been removed at no expense to the Contractor.D.Existing utility services with related meters and equipment will be removed at no expense to the Contractor, by the appropriate utility company or the Government, upon 30 calendar days written notification from the Contractor.

If the Contractor is to contact the utility companies directly, insert the name of the company, name of contact individual and telephone number for each utility.

H. Existing utility services shall be disconnected and removed to the extent indicated.

I. Outside Utility Connections:  Underground and overhead utility services shall be provided complete to all points of connection indicated, and any "Limit of Contract" lines or other general limits indicated shall not apply to utility services and connections outside of these lines or limits.

J. Removed items indicated to remain the property of the Government shall be stored on site where directed by the Contracting Officer.

Retain the following paragraph if computer-recognition of year-2000 after year-1999 remains an issue; delete paragraph if all work occurs after year-2000.

K. Year 2000 Compliance:  Work provided, furnished or installed shall be free from defects or errors related to date data; shall not generate any incorrect or invalid date-related interfaces or results; and shall not impair, impact or damage equipment, material or Work on or related to the Project due to any such defect or incorrect date data.
