The main topics to be covered in the course will be taken from

II. Linear second order equations: Sections 4.2 – 4.6

III.  Laplace transforms: Sections 7.2 – 7.9

If there is enough time available, there might also be parts of Chapter 6 (higher-order equations) and/or Chapter 8 (series solutions).
