What do you hope to achieve with your argument?  Persuade the EPA to set a deadline for general aviation to start using unleaded fuels, yet the FAA has the regulating body that will govern how any and all programs will be administered.

Who do you see as your audience?  EPA, yet a secondary audience of other AOPA members and UNO teachers as well.

What are their core beliefs and values?  The EPA has enforced the Clean Air Act since its conception; the secondary audiences have mixed beliefs on the primary subject, but I expect that the majority of the secondary audiences want cleaner air. 

How do your purpose and audience impact what you have chosen to focus on for your argument?  The primary audience has the ability to pass regulatory statutes that have far reaching implications.
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
