Imperialism – Empire building, extend power dominion over others

Spanish – American war – to liberate Cuba from Spain, Treaty of Paris 

Treaty of Paris – Liberated Cuba, gave US Puerto Rico, Guam and Philippines

Panama Canal – US presidential campaign promise, John Hayes arranged 100 treaty with Columbia but they reneged, Panama wanted to be independent, we helped.

Teddy Roosevelt – updated the Monroe doctrine call Roosevelt Corollary and attached to doctrine, Central and South American would protect if country paid its debt to US.

WWI – US senate declares war reluctantly but with idealism. Serbians assassinated Arch Duke. Central powers: Germany Austria, Hungry & Turkey vs. France Britain, Russia.  Germany declared war on England with U-boats.   Three reasons US entered war: 1. Pillaging of Belguim, 2. Lusitanian, 3. Germans execute a British nurse was was caught on the wrong side.

Wilson’s Neutral Policy – US to be neutral but wants England to win, Can carry on trade without contraband.

Lusitanian – Sunk by U-boat, thought to be carrying contraband.

Zimmerman Note – German foreign secretary informed Mexico that US was involved in WWI and Mexico should attack US.

Janet Rankin – Female Congress pacifist voted against WWI and WWII.

Food Administration – Smith-Lever Act, Herbert Hoover head of FDA, paid farmers more money to produce.

Herbert Hoover – Head of FDA

Fuel Administration – Smith-Lever Act, lead by Harry Garfield started daylight savings time.

Treaty of Versailles – brought an end of WWI, had Germany to accept defeat and repay for damages of war.

Prohibition – lead by Womens League of Temperance lobbied to outlaw alcohol US wide, 18th amendment to constitution. Urban American did not appreciate but rural did.

WCTU – Womens Christian Temperance Union, concerned about the affects of alcohol on the nuclear family.

18th Amendment –  Volstead Act

Volstead Act - penalties where alcohol was more than 5% volume.

19th Amendment – gave women and blacks right to vote.

The Great Red Scare – a continuation of wartime hostilities where communism spreads to U.S.

Abe Mitchell Palmer – attorney general had over 500  people arrested and put in prison because they were foreigners.

Age of Normalcy – Warren Harding coined phrase, after turbulence of WWI

Teapot Dome – oil field leasing without bidding to Henry Sinclair.  Secretary of Interior, Albert B. Fall sent to prison.

Calvin Coolidge – Tarriff and high tax rate for working people and low for high income.

Sacco & Vanzetti – convicted because they didn’t speak English of armed robbery then executed.

Judge Thayer – resided over the cased and pasted sentence over Sacco & Vanzetti

Monkey Trial – Darwin theory of evolution, southern’s pass legislation that evolution couldn’t be taught.

John Scopes – taught evolution and then friends would turn him in to get in a courtroom and challenge the law.

Charles Lindbergh – flew Spirit of St. Louis to Paris, pilot who visited Germany and commented that the German Air Force was superior.

Spirit of St. Louis – flown to Paris and returned.

Great Depression –  1929 – 1939; Hoover unable to counter act depression

Stock Market Crash – Great Depression

Hoovervilles – shanty towns built by homeless men in the depression.

Bonus Marchers – The war veterans sought immediate, cash payment of Service Certificates granted them eight years earlier via the Adjusted Service Certificate Law.

Anacosta Flats – veterans went there and took over a government facility until congress paid them, military sent to drive them out.

Douglas MacArthur – Army general over WWI

Franklin Roosevelt – The first well educated president, had fling with wifes best friend, had polio; because of depression Republicans out Democrats in; FDR new how to manipulate the press; New Deal, 

New Deal – piece milled, passed emergency power act, economy and government act, embargo on US gold, pump priming even though country was in depression, PWA , CCC, Public Works Administration, TVA, fair Labor Standards Act

Emergency Relief Act – Main goal was to cut unemployment by giving workers something to do, PWA , CCC, Public Works Administration

Civil Conservation (CCC) – one of the emergency relief act that put workers in federal and state parks to make road and trails.

Securities Exchange Act – established the Stock exchanges in NYC … legislated 

Tennessee Valley Authority (TVA) – another Great Deal to bring power to places in the hills of Tennessee where private companies could not afford to.

Social Security – for wage workers, unemployment first $1 from state, $1 from Federal, old age pension by Federal payroll

F.D.I.C – established to bring confidence in banking, government backed accounts if bank failed.

Court Packing Plan – Would have allowed the president the power to appoint an extra Supreme Court Justice for every judge over 70 ½ 

Upton Sinclair – Pulitzer prize, best investigator advocating socialist views.

Adolph Hitler – Came to power legally in Germany and turned Germany against accepting responsibilities of WWI.

Fascism – bundle of sticks, totalitarian nationalist, Germany and Italy join together in the Axis

Neville Chamberlain – England ambassador gave Sudetenland , Czechoslovakia to Germany in order to appease them, thought he had stopped a war, Peace in our times.

Sudetenland – the western regions of Czechoslovakia inhabited mostly by ethnic Germans, the border areas of Bohemia, Moravia and parts of Silesia

Nazi-Soviet Pact – A promise to not attack each other, Hitler latter attacked.

Miracle of Dunkirk – Evacuation/rescue of British troops from the beaches of Dunkirk.

Destroyer Bases Deal – US agreement with England that we would sell them Destroyers for bases on British possessions.

Lend Lease Act – FDR vowed that the US would have the largest arsenal of the word short of manpower.

Joseph Kennedy – As ambassador his ambitions ended during the Battle of Britain when he published that Democracy is finished in England.

Wendell Wilke – Lost election to FDR in electoral college.

Pearl Harbor – Japan, no carriers in port

Earl Warren – Chief Justice that had rulings like racial segregation, civil rights, separation of church and state.

George C Marshal – Amy Chief of Staff, Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff appointed Eisenhower

D-Day – WWII hit the beaches of Normandy

General Rommel – German Army general in charge of tanks, he predicted that forces would be attacking on beaches.

General Dwight Eisenhower – later president, 

Utah, Omaha, Gold, June and Sword – all beaches hit on D-Day

Battle of Coral Sea – The first actual battle between the US and Japanese Navy, carrier to carrier, we keep Australia from Japan.

Battle of Midway – Midway a barrier island was a setup for the Japanese.

Robert Oppenheimer – H-bomb team leader, a physicist.

Little Boy – the first of the two H-bombs to be dropped on Japan

Los Alamos – where the H-bomb was designed.

Manhattan Project – The H-bomb was ready for deployment; Truman wanted to show power and used it.

Hiroshima – First hit city by Little Boy

Enola Gay – aircraft that carried Little Boy, mothers name of the pilot

Paul Tibbets – piloted the Enola Gay.

Harry S. Truman – wanted to use the bomb and did, took office after FDR dies. 

Cold War – The iron curtain that was established by the Soviet block

Iron Curtain – Churchill in a speech in Mass said that an Iron Curtain has been raised from the Balkins down to 

Containment – George Kennan

George Kennan – inspired the Truman Doctrine

Domino Theory – Dean Acheson, as countries were gobbled up by communism more would fall.

Truman Doctrine – spend any amount of money to stop communism, but do not put our troops in harms way.

Marshall Plan – to fund the re-vitalization of Europe, Eropean self help program.

Berlin Airlift – to get around a blockade of the passage to Berlin.

Korean War – North Korea attacked the south and we did not to see our interest in south given to communist.

Ethel & Julius Rosenberg – caught, captured, tried, executed for espionage, only two executed.

Inchon – MacArthur launched an amphibious attack at Inchon, 38th parallel

The Lonely Crowd – 

McCarthyism – Hunt for communist everywhere in the U.S., thought he could convict people without proof, downfall was to blame the U.S. army itself of communism.

Joseph McCarthy – A republican from Wisconsin, made a speech that he knew 57 people who were communist.

Civil Rights – The second reconstruction of the South. NAACP got two famous decisions past the Supreme Court.

Plessy vs. Ferguson – Supreme Court decision upholding separate but equal until Brown vs. Board of Education

Brown vs. Board of Education – Topeka declared that separate educational facilities were not equal.

Thurgood Marshall – First black Supreme Court Justice.

Central High School – The first school to be desegregated.  

Rosa Parks - refused to give her seat on a bus to white.

Martin Luther King, Jr. – Became leader of the Civil Rights movement and used civil dis-obdienance 

Civil Rights Act of 1964 – Outlawed racial segregation in schools, public places and employment, also included women and explicitly included white people for the first time.

Berlin Wall – built to physically separate east and west berlin, built-up overnight, if you were on the east side on that night you were stuck.  Symbol of the Iron Curtain.  All presidents had to have a photo near the wall.

U-2 Incident – A secret spy plane shot down over Russian air space, plane was not suppose to fly over Russia but pilot thought he could.  Pilot rescued by Russia and traded for Russian spy. Khrushchev’s out to meeting with Eisenhower about Berlin

 John F. Kennedy – Youngest elected President, knew how to look good on TV, Catholic, hated by Khrushchev because of his age, 

V8 – Ford’s last great triumph

Thomas Edison – Henry Ford worked at Edison Company

Moving Assembly Line – Invented by Ford, 93 minutes to build a car.

Ford Plant Strike – 

Tin Lizzie  - Model T

Henry Ford – presented the future to American, at age of 40 he started Ford company and wanted to build race cars.

Edsel Ford – Henry’s 1st child

Defense Contracts – Jeeps, troop carriers, B-24s

River Rouge Plant – Greatest industrial complex on earth, producing Model T.

Model A – 1st one sold to a dentist, re-engineered after Model T ran its course.

Model T – ideal practical car, cheap, onsale but could not keep up with demand.

General Motors (GM) – First competition was GM mass production was burning up labor but Ford came up with $5 day.
