1. Lyndon  B. Johnson – Sworn in onboard the flight with JFK’s body flying back to White House.  Born in Texas, was genuinely concerned of the poor.  LBJ controlled the Hill, he lusted over power, overbearing.  Then runs for president against Barry Goldwater.  Pushes thru legislation “Hurry boys hurry get this up the hill to get it passed.”  House and Senate under Democratic control and LBJ controlled the Democrats.  

2. Great Society – LBJ’s continuation of FDR, end poverty, cleanup air & water, highways safe

3. Fidel Castro – Over through Bitistro government, revolutionary idealistic.  1961 declared he was a communist! The Soviets have not extended their realm of influence.  

4. Cuba – Soviets sign a peace and arms agreement.  June 1962 word leaked out USSR was supplying weapons to Cuba.  

5. Bay of Pigs – Cuban exiles lead by Cardona and backed by CIA invaded Cuba.  JFK pulls the air support and the invasion was a failure.  After this Castro befriends USSR against US.

6. Cuban Missile Crisis – blockade. Kruchev agreed to remove missiles if NATO removed missiles from Turkey, we disagreed, finally Krushev backs down

9. Barry Goldwater- consistently voted against civil rights.  Supported dropping the bomb on Vietnam.  Declared he would not send troops into Vietnam. 

10. Medicare/Medicaid – Elderly who can’t afford inflated premiums.  

11. Economic Opportunity Bill – massive piece of legislation, job corp, inner city, work study for college students, direct grant to farmers, give monies to companies to hire chronically unemployed or handicapped.
