Group Project 1: Judging Entries in a Technical Communication Competition





Description: 


Your group must develop a scoring rubric (scale) with which you can evaluate technical documents. You should consult your textbook for the primary criteria to look for. When you have a scale and corresponding numbers, you should score the three submissions for the contest. (These are 1.1, 1.2, and 1.3. The task is described in full on pp. 16-18 in the Market text.)  After deciding on how the three rank, present your findings to the whole class on Discussion Board before the deadline and engage in subsequent discussion with class members from other groups.





Method:


 Your 6 � 7 class members should decide which roles they would like to perform for this task. (On the next tasks, the roles should rotate; all members should end up performing all of the roles by the end of the semester.) The descriptions of the roles are as follows:





ORGANIZERS: (2 � 3 group members) The organizers make note of the deadline(s) for the assignment and set a schedule for the completion of sub-tasks involved in this project. It is their responsibility to make sure everything happens according to the schedule and that other group members are performing their roles as planned.





EDITORS: (2 � 3 group  members) The editors are responsible for writing up the results of the project and making them available to the rest of the group on the special Group Page before they are submitted to the whole class. In other words, the editors create a summary of the group's work. Here, the results are the rankings of the three documents, with their corresponding numerical score, and some general comments about the way the three were scored. There should be discussion of the editors' work by all group members after it is made available to the group as a whole.





PRESENTERS: (2 � 3 group members) The presenters are responsible for posting the final results of the group's discussion, with the ratings and comments. They must find a coherent and accessible way to show the work of the group to the whole class. When the group's work has been posted on the whole class Discussion Board, the presenters should get the discussion going and respond to comments made by members of the class.





Deadlines:


This week as soon as possible you should choose roles. Then you should set out to accomplish the task described above. The final results must be posted to the forum on the whole class Discussion Board by Sunday, September 12 at 11 p.m. That week, the whole class will post comments and questions, to be answered by presenters supported by the other members of the group.
