Mortar Materials: ANSI/TCA A118.1; Portland cement, sand, latex additive, and water.
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GROUT MATERIALS



A.
Grout: Cementitious type with latex additive.
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MORTAR MIX AND GROUT MIX



A.
Mix and proportion pre‑mix grout materials in accordance with TCA Handbook for Ceramic Tile Installation.

EXAMINATION



A.
Verify that surfaces are ready to receive work.



B.
Beginning of installation means installer accepts condition of existing surfaces.
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PREPARATION



A.
Protect surrounding work from damage or disfiguration.



B.
Vacuum clean existing surfaces and damp clean.


C.
Seal substrate surface cracks with filler.  Level existing substrate surfaces to acceptable flatness tolerances.



D.
Apply sealer to surfaces as recommended by adhesive manufacturer.

INSTALLATION ‑ THINSET METHOD



A.
Install adhesive, tile, and grout to TCA Handbook for Ceramic Tile Installation.


B.
Request tile pattern from Architect/Engineer.  Do not interrupt tile pattern around openings.


C.
Cut and fit tile tight to penetrations through tile.
 Form corners neatly.  Align wall, base, and floor joints.


D.
Place tile joints uniform in width, subject to variance in tolerance allowed in tile size.  Make joints watertight, without voids, cracks, excess mortar or excess grout.


E.
Form internal angles coved and external angles bullnosed.


F.
 Sound tile after setting. Replace hollow sounding units.


G.
Allow tile to set for a minimum of 48 hours prior to grouting


H.
Grout tile joints.


I.
Apply sealant to junction of tile and dissimilar materials and at junction of dissimilar planes.
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CLEANING


A.
Clean work under provisions of 01700.



B.
Clean tile surfaces.
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
