Replace existing door edge re-opening device with “light screen control”, System requirements

A. Light emitting diodes:  -G4 (two per detector operating in a redundant mode.

B. Range:  Up to 8 ft, min.

C. Maximum misalignment:  12 degrees.

D. Response time:  50 Milliseconds.

E. Maximum power dissipation 12 VA.

F. Build in Defogger.

G. Power consummation 30 VA.

H. Magic edge or equal.

The elevator controls presently consist of dry type contact relays.  Replace these controls with new solid state controls.
