
	Below is a collaboration of group Agate’s categorization of which organizational pattern best fits each subject. Surprisingly, most categorizations were unanimous, while a very few were debated.  After we have discussed these differences, individual group members’ point of view became apparent on every corresponding subject.  The subjects that were not similar will have the different organizational pattern and will explain the reasoning behind that choice.  

A) How to register for courses at your college – This subject is best organized chronologically due to the necessity of step by step procedures.
B) How to propose reducing the time required to register for classes or to change your schedule – The organizing pattern that best fits this subject is the Problem – Method-Solution. This works best because one can imagine the picture of troublesome aspects with regards to the process. Afterwards, that person can relate to the problem, conclusion, and recommendation. Because one might be more interested in the solution, there is a possibility that the recommendation can occur before the method. 
C) The current price of gasoline – Cause and effect is the most optimal solution because one can state how the higher prices, driven by inflation and government, are turning people to hybrid cars that burn little to no fuel. Cause and effect can also reflect how people are looking to alternative fuel sources due to spiking prices. In conclusion, this will lead to a decrease in demand which can be directly related to jobs in our area.
D) Advances in manufacturing technology – General to Specific is a solution to this subject due to the fact that the reader needs to understand the essentials or the savings for upgrading their warehouse. Furthermore, details pertaining to your product or offering can be described which ultimately can reflect more possibilities of benefit that can result from this product.  
Another organizational pattern chosen is Cause and Effect.  A proposal can be given to a company.  The proposal can show how manufacturing technologies can reduce hard labor on their workers and increase production for more profits.
E) A student organization on your campus – More important to less important work well in this situation because people who read this will want the facts up front. Then if they are interested, they will read further. If they want to promote their organization by discussing determents of not belonging to an organization before promoting their organization, the same concept and organizational pattern can be used. 
F) Tutorials that come with two different software programs – Comparison and contrast is the most suitable organizational pattern because evaluations between two software programs are performed as a result. Whole-by-Whole or Part-by-Part can easily be used within this evaluation method. 
G) MP3 players – Spatial is ideal in this case because one is describing a physical object. Using graphics to launch a new MP3 player and show its’ layout or design is very imperative and effective in this case.

Two objects would work as well for comparison. Comparison and Contrast works also if the guitar of interest is compared and contrasted against another competitive guitar. 
K) Cooperative education and internships for college students – General to specific is the best choice within this case because one can get to the point about the pay and future job opportunities as a result of the cooperative education and internships. Furthermore, additional information about how to apply can be given. 
L) Digital and film photography – Compare and contrast is the ideal choice in this situation because you are telling the differences between two types of photography. The strengths and weaknesses of the two can be discussed if it is fairly portrayed. 

M) How to prepare for a job interview – General to Specific is the optimal solution to this subject because one would give the breakdown on what needs to be done.
