SECTION 01270 - UNIT PRICES
PART 1 -  GENERAL

1.1 SUMMARY

A. A unit price provides an amount proposed by the Contractor and stated on the Bid Form as a price per unit of measurement for materials or services, that will be added to or deducted from the Contract price by change order if the estimated quantity of the corresponding work required by the Contract Documents is increased or decreased.

B. Unit prices include all necessary material and labor costs, overhead, profit, taxes, shipping and other related expenses for the added or deducted work.

1.2 PROCEDURES

A. Measurement:  Method of measurement for each unit price is specified in the specification section applicable to the work.

B. Verification:  The Government reserves the right to reject the Contractor's measurement of work in place that involves use of a established unit price, and to have this work measured, at the Government's expense, by an independent surveyor acceptable to the Contractor.

3.1 UNIT PRICE SCHEDULE
