1.3 DEFINITIONS

Definition below assumes a project where the Contract Documents indicate or provide estimated quantities and where bidders state on the Bid Form unit price amounts they propose.  Revise if bidders are required to estimate quantities as well and include them with the bid.  Revise if the Contract is negotiated rather than bid.

A. Unit price is [an amount proposed by bidders, stated on the Bid Form, as] a cost or credit per unit of measurement for materials or services added to or deducted from the Contract Sum by appropriate modification, if estimated quantities of work required by the Contract Documents are increased or decreased.  Unit prices remain in effect throughout the contract duration.

1.4 PROCEDURES

A. Unit prices include all necessary material, plus cost for delivery, installation, insurance, applicable taxes, overhead, and profit and other related expenses for the added or deducted work.

Usually retain paragraph below.  It will suffice for all but the most complex projects.  Revise if many unit prices are anticipated and if methods for measuring work-in-place are complex.  A special article or additional paragraphs outlining procedures for measurement and payment might be needed to define responsibilities for complex situations. B. Measurement and Payment:  Refer to individual specification sections for work that requires establishment of unit prices.  Methods of measurement and payment for unit prices are specified in those sections.

C. Verification:  NIH reserves the right to reject the Contractor's measurement of work-in-place that involves use of established unit prices and to have this work measured, at NIH expense, by an independent surveyor acceptable to Contractor.

D. List of Unit Prices:  A list of unit prices is included at the end of this Section.  specification sections referenced in the schedule contain requirements for materials described under each unit price.  Specification sections referenced may not be inclusive and other specification sections in the contract may also apply.
