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QUALIFICATIONS


A.
Manufacturer:  Company specializing in manufacturing products specified in this section with minimum three years documented experience.
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ENVIRONMENTAL REQUIREMENTS


A.
Maintain materials and surrounding air temperature to minimum 50 degrees F (10 degrees C) prior to, during, and 48 hours after completion of masonry work.

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PRODUCTS
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A.
Lid and Frame: ASTM A48, Class 30B Cast iron construction, machined flat bearing surface. Reuse of lids and frames in permissible, following inspection and approval of the Engineer.
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CONFIGURATION


A.
Shaft Construction:  Concentric with concentric eccentric cone top section; lipped male/female dry joints; sleeve to receive pipe conduit and  sections.


B.
Shape:  Cylindrical or Square.


C.
Minimum Clear Inside Dimensions: 48” x 48”. 


D.
Design Depth: As indicated.

E.
Clear Lid Opening: Match existing covers.
