MATERIALS

Lumber Grading Rules: NFPA SPIB .



B.
Lumber Decking: Decking shall be 3 3/16” x 7” LOCK-DECK Ponderosa Pine (Laminated) decking as manufactured by Potlask or approved equal, with acrylic polymer finish per the manufacturers specifications.

ACCESSORIES

Fasteners and Anchors:

Fasteners:  Hot‑dipped galvanized Zinc electroplated steel for high humidity and treated wood locations, unfinished steel elsewhere.

FABRICATION ‑ GLUED LAMINATED DECKING



A.
After end trimming, seal with penetrating sealer in accordance with AITC requirements. Do not seal.

WOOD TREATMENT



A.
Wood Preservative (Pressure Treatment):  AWPA Treatment C1 using water borne preservative with 0.25 percent retainage.



B.
Wood Preservative (Surface Application):
Clear type, manufactured by Cabbott.

EXAMINATION



A.
Verify that support framing is ready to receive decking.

A.
Coordinate placement of bearing items.

INSTALLATION ‑ PLYWOOD DECKING

INSTALLATION ‑ LUMBER DECKING



A.
Install decking perpendicular to framing members, with ends staggered.  On sloped surfaces, lay decking with tongue upward.



B.
Fit butt end deck joints occurring between support members with metal splines to maintain tight, aligned joints.



C.
Secure with fasteners.  Side spike planks together, through pre‑drilled holes.



D.
Maintain decking joint space of 1/16 inch (1.5 mm) maximum.

TOLERANCES



A.
Surface Flatness of Decking Without Load:  1/4 inch in 10 feet (2 mm/m) maximum, and 1/2 inch (12 mm) maximum in 30 feet.
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
