FINISHING MATERIALS



A.
Stain, Varnish and Finishing Materials:  As specified in Section 09900.

FABRICATION



A.
Shop assemble casework for delivery to site in units easily handled and to permit passage through building openings.



B.
Fit shelves, doors, and exposed edges with 3/8 inch (9.5 mm) matching hardwood edging.  Use one piece for full length only.



C.
Cap exposed plastic laminate finish edges with material of same finish and pattern.



D.
Door and Drawer Fronts: 3/4 inch (19 mm) thick; flush style.



E.
When necessary to cut and fit on site, provide materials with ample allowance for cutting.  Provide trim for scribing and site cutting.

FINISHING



A.
Sand work smooth and set exposed nails and screws.



B.
Apply wood filler in exposed nail and screw indentations.



C.
On items to receive transparent finishes, use wood filler which matches surrounding surfaces and of types recommended for applied finishes.



D.
Seal, stain and varnish exposed to view surfaces.  Brush apply only.



E.
Seal stain and varnish internal exposed to view and semi‑concealed surfaces.  Brush apply only.



F.
Seal surfaces in contact with cementitious materials.

EXAMINATION



A.
Verify adequacy of backing and support framing.

INSTALLATION



A.
Set and secure casework in place; rigid, plumb, and level.



B.
Use fixture attachments in concealed locations for wall mounted components.



C.
Use concealed joint fasteners to align and secure adjoining cabinet units counter tops.



D.
Carefully scribe casework abutting other components, with maximum gaps of 1/32 inch (1 mm).  Do not use additional overlay trim for this purpose.



E.
Secure cabinet and counter bases to floor using appropriate angles and anchorages.



F.
Countersink anchorage devices at exposed locations.  Conceal with solid wood plugs of species to match surrounding wood; finish flush with surrounding surfaces.

A.
Adjust work under provisions of Section 01700.



B.
Adjust moving or operating parts to function smoothly and correctly.

Clean work under provisions of 01700.



B.
Clean casework, counters, shelves, hardware, fittings and fixtures.
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
