EXAMINATION



A.
Verify site conditions under provisions of Section 01039.



B.
Verify that substrate, adjacent materials, and insulation are dry and ready to receive insulation.

INSTALLATION



A.
Install insulation in accordance with insulation manufacturer's instructions.



B.
Install in exterior ceiling spaces without gaps or voids.



C.
Trim insulation neatly to fit spaces.



D.
Fit insulation tight in spaces and tight to exterior side of mechanical and electrical services within the plane of insulation.  Leave no gaps or voids.



E.
Install with factory applied membrane facing warm side of building spaces.  Lap ends and side flanges of membrane between framing members.

F. Retain in place with wire mesh secured to framing members.

G. Tape seal butt ends, lapped flanges, and tears or cuts in membrane.
