REGULATORY REQUIREMENTS


A.
Conform to applicable State code for carpet flammability requirements of in accordance with ASTM E84.

ENVIRONMENTAL REQUIREMENTS

A. Store materials for three days prior to installation in area of installation to achieve temperature stability


B.
Maintain minimum 70 degrees F (21 degrees C0 amibent temperature three days prior to, during, and 24 hours after installations of materials.

A. Provide scraps of less than nine feet, larger than 3 S.F. 

    and wider than 8” of carpeting of each color specified,               under provisions of Section 01700.  Deliver to Owner’s storage        space as directed.

EXECUTION

.1

EXAMINATION


A.
Verify that surfaces are smooth and flat with maximum variation of 1/8 inch in 10 ft (3] mm in 3 m), and are ready to receive work.


B.
Verify concrete floors are dry to maximum moisture content of 7 percent; and exhibit negative alkalinity, carbonization, or dusting.

PREPARATION


A.
Remove sub‑floor ridges and bumps.  Fill minor or local low spots, cracks, joints, holes, and other defects with sub‑floor filler.


B.
Apply, trowel, and float filler to achieve smooth, flat, hard surface.



C.
Prohibit traffic until filler is cured.


D. Vacuum clean substrate.

INSTALLATION


A.
Apply carpet and adhesive in accordance with manufacturers' instructions.


B.
Verify carpet match before cutting to ensure minimal variation between dye lots.


C.
Double cut carpet, to allow intended seam and pattern match. Make cuts straight, true, and unfrayed.  


D.
Locate seams in area of least traffic.


E.
Fit seams straight, not crowded or peaked, free of gaps.


F.
Lay carpet on floors with run pile in same direction as anticipated traffic.


G.
Do not change run of pile in any room where carpet is continuous through a wall opening into another room.  Locate change of color or pattern between rooms under door centerline.


H.
Cut and fit carpet around interruptions.


I.
Fit carpet tight to intersection with vertical surfaces without gaps.

.4
CLEANING


A.
Remove excess adhesive without damage, from floor, base, and wall surfaces.


B.
Clean and vacuum carpet surfaces.

PROTECTION


A.
Prohibit traffic from carpet areas for 24 hours after        installation.
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
