1. ALL APPLICABLE EROSION AND SEDIMENT CONTROL PRACTICES SHALL
BE IN PLACE PRIOR TO ANY GRADING OPERATION AND/OR INSTALLATION
OF PROPOSED STRUCTURES OR UTILITIES.

2. SOIL EROSION AND SEDIMENT CONTROL PRACTICES ON THIS PLAN SHALL
BE CONSTRUCTED IN ACCORDANCE WNITH STANDARDS OF THE AUTHORITY
HAVING JURISDICTION.

3. APPLICABLE EROSION AND SEDIMENT CONTROL PRACTICES SHALL BE
LEFT IN PLACE UNTIL CONSTRUCTION 1S COMPLETED AND/OR THE AREA IS
STABILIZED.

4. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL PERFORM ALL NORK, FURNISH ALL MATERIALS,
AND INSTALL ALL MEASURES REQUIRED TO REASONABLY CONTROL THE
SOIL EROSION RESULTING FROM CONSTRUCTION OPERATIONS AND PREVENT
EXCESSIVE FLOW OF SEDIMENT FROM THE CONSTRUCTION SITE.

5. ANY DISTURBED AREA THAT IS TO BE LEFT EXPOSED FOR MORE THAN
THIRTY (30) DAYS AND NOT SUBJECT TO CONSTRUCTION TRAFFIC SHALL
IMMEDIATELY RECEIVE A TEMPORARY SEEDING AND FERTILIZATION IN
ACCORDANCE WNITH THE AUTHORITY HAVING JURISDICTION'S STANDARDS.

6. THE SITE SHALL BE AT ALL TIMES BE GRADED AND MAINTAINED SUCH
THAT ALL STORMWATER RUNOFF IS DIVERTED TO SOIL EROSION AND
SEDIMENT CONTROL FACILITIES.

7. ALL CATCH BASIN INLETS SHALL BE PROTECTED IN ACCORDANCE WITH
THESE PLANS.

8. EXCAVATED MATERIAL STOCKPILED ON THE SITE SHALL BE SURROUNDED
BY A RING OF UNBROKEN SEDIMENT AND EROSION CONTROL FENCE. THE
LIMITS OF ALL GRADING AND DISTURBANCE SHALL BE KEPT TO A MINIMUM
WNITHIN THE APPROVED AREA OF CONSTRUCTION. ALL AREAS OUTSIDE OF
THE LIMIT OF CONTRACT SHALL REMAIN TOTALLY UNDISTURBED UNLESS
OTHERWISE APPROVED BY OANER'S REPRESENTATIVE.

9. ANY AREA OUTSIDE THE PROJECT LIMIT THAT 1S DISTURBED SHALL BE
RESTORED TO ITS ORIGINAL CONDITION AT NO COST TO THE ONNER.

10. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL PROVIDE DUST CONTROL FOR CONSTRUCTION
OPERATIONS AS APPROVED BY OANER.

11, ANY WORK WITHIN THE ROADWAY OR ADJACENT TO THE ROADWNAY
CAUSING AN INTERFERENCE TO VEHICULAR TRAFFIC MUST CONFORM TO THE
REQUIREMENTS SET FORTH BY THE UNIFORM MANUAL OF TRAFFIC CONTROL
