There is just no way to thank you enough for letting me use your truck. It was a really big help. It just goes to show you how many people want to help in this situation, be it from donating money, food, clothing and in this case a very good truck. You will always be in my heart. I can’t thank you enough. God Bless You. 

Just a quick note to let you now the current status of my situation. I have enclosed some pictures so you can see a little bit of what happened.

I rode out the Hurricane here in Slidell at my dad’s house; he lives on the west side of Slidell on Bayou Liberty. I originally was going to my mom’s house in Picayune to ride it out, but they decided to go to Leesville. So it was my brother and his wife, my nephew his wife, my dad his and wife and I all stayed. It was Sunday the 28th of August. We new it was going to be a big storm so we had purposely put the trucks on the highest part of his property. All day Sunday the wind blew really hard along with a lot of rain. Sunday night the same thing a lot of wind and rain. Well come Monday morning the winds had shifted, and we kept hearing a lot of freight trains going by. But it was really tornadoes, 

We had trees dropping all around us but luckily none of them hit the house. After the winds change directions the big flood came, as you can see from the pictures. It was coming up so quickly that we didn’t have time to do anything. I had my dirt bike and 4 wheeler in a trailer behind my truck. Thinking that they would be okay. Well the water keep rising and rising real fast until my truck went totally under. It was something I’ve never seen before. After the storm passed, come Wednesday we finally attempted to get out. These pictures don’t show it. But downed trees blocked all the roads. We had to use the pontoon boat to get out. We loaded my 4 wheeler on it and went down the bayou to the floating bridge where the road was somewhat clear. From there we rode all the way to my brothers house about 8 miles. There we loaded up his car and drove it back to were we were staying at least as close as we could. We used chain saws to open up the road back to the house it took a long time to do so. 

I live in Eden Isles; one of the hardest hit places. The police wouldn’t let any vehicles in due to a lot of houses on the road. So I launched one of my boats and went by water to see my house. I hadn’t seen it in 4 days. I never seen anything like it, luckily it was still standing. I had 3 ½’ of water in my house. It was reported to have winds gusting to 190 mph, I lost everything I owned in just two days. My foundation elevation is at 11 feet above sea level, so you can imagine the water height.

I finally got to talk to my mom and she said that she had brought a truck back from Leesville for who ever needed it. Well it turns out it was me. Thank you so much for letting someone else use your truck without ever knowing where our who would need it.

I really needed it at a time that I didn’t have anything. I was so impressed with the GMC truck I went and purchased a new one my self. I’m sorry it took me so long to do so. There aren’t a lot of vehicles to be sold down here. Well I will wrap this up by saying that I will be moving back in my house in about a month. I finally got a new roof on and the A/C system is installed. I now waiting on sheetrock and cabinets to be installed.

There are something’s that I should mention about your truck. I had a blow out that damaged the left rear fender. I tried to find a body shop that could fix it right away but with all the flooded vehicle’s no one could get to it. Also a truck threw a rock up at the windshield and put a star right in front of the driver, and no one can fix it right now. And the door moldings keep coming off so I used gorilla glue to put it back on. Also the 3rd gear keeps slipping. I did install a new tire on the rim, and new windshield wipers. Please send me a bill for any repairs that you get fixed on that truck.
