 2.1 MATERIALS
A. Sheet metal flashing

1. 24 ga galvanized steel.  Meet requirements of ASTM a 361, for 1.25 oz. commercial.  

2. Copings 

a. 22 ga galvanized steel 

3. Finish 

a. Metal exposed to view shall have face coating of polyvinyledene Fluoride (PVF2) resin-base finish (Kynar 500 or Hylar 5000) containing 70 percent minimum PVF2 in resin portion of formula.  Thermo-cured two coat system consisting of corrosion inhibiting epoxy or acrylic latex primer and top coat factory applied over properly pre-treated metal.  Reverse side coating shall be thermo-cured system consisting of corrosion inhibiting epoxy or acrylic latex primer applied over properly pre-treated metal.  

b. Color as selected by Architect from manufacturer’s standard colors.  

B. Sealants – rubber base type conforming to Fed Spec TC-S-00230.  

C. Nails and other fasteners – Hot-dipped galvanized of strength and type consistent with function.
