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UPDATES  -

Overhead doors are used on some older design Storage Buildings.

If the high security version of an older Storage Building is not to be used, some or all of the following changes to the standard Storage Building plan may be necessary -

1.
Delete the inner door between the two rooms if the overhead door will not be locked by padlocks in the tracks

2.
Show a single lockset on the exterior man-door rather than two deadbolts

3.
Show the lift handle on the exterior of the overhead door rather than the inside

4.
Delete the bollards in front of the overhead door

5.
Delete the padlocks shown in the overhead door tracks

6.
Delete the tie-down anchor at the overhead door as well as the hole through the door to accommodate the tie-down

The high security version of the older Storage Building is preferred in virtually all circumstances.
