INSTALLATION
Installation

Interface With Other Work

Coordinate with other Sections to provide blocking necessary for their work.

2.
Coordinate with other Sections for location of blocking required for installation of equipment and building specialties.

B.
General  -  Specifications of Stud Wall Manufacturer shall govern this work unless more stringent requirements are required by Contract Documents.

C.
Framing

1.
Stiffen stud walls with 3/4 inch cold-rolled channels placed horizontally approximately 4 feet from floor and securely attach to each stud.  Similarly reinforce door and window openings at headers with reinforcing channel extending 18 inches minimum each side of opening.

2.
Wrap multiple, adjacent framing members with duct tape or otherwise secure to eliminate 'chattering.'

3.
Use grommets at framing penetrations where unsecured items pass through.
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
