Addition & Renovation of the Rainbow Child Care Center

Scope of Work
1. The existing building, 4,878 s.f., is being expanded to 7,242 s.f..  

a. The new addition will be constructed of wood framing as per plans, the existing rear load bearing wall will have its existing bricks removed to expose existing stud wall, and then faced with sheetrock for the interior of the new addition.  

b. The new roof structure will have a centerline ridge that will converge with the existing peak of existing roof.  Old roofing shingles and paper are to be removed from overlapped roof, plywood decking to remain.

c. Complete the existing corridor walls to ceiling height and make walls and ceiling smoke tight.

d. Construct two new restrooms with handicap accessible fixtures for children.  

e. Install handicap accessible one each adult size and one each child size hand washing sink in each of the new classrooms as per plans.

f. Construct a storage closet in the existing staff lounge as per plans.

g. Install new 3 phase 250 amp service from Voters road, approximately .3 miles.

2. Install a new complete fire/smoke alarm system, contractor to employ a licensed alarm company.

3. Install a new complete fire extinguishing system that meets a supervised system requirement, contractor to employ a licensed sprinkler company.

4. Install 24 tons of new HVAC for the entire building as per plans.

5. Install new floor covering in entire building as per plans.
